III. Public Speaking Agenda Issues (5 min time limit)
Ericka Pollard- presented idea for Thanksgiving food drive; she asserted that it was too late to have a Thanksgiving food drive in November. Instead, she proposed a Christmas food drive.
Malcolm- had an idea for a fundraiser, but was not present to speak of his idea.
IV. Public Speaking Non-Agenda Issues (3 min time limit)
Coffey Baldwin- gave a note of praise to LA Southwest; she brought a concern to facilities about being dark in the village during night classes. She reported this week the lights were now up in the village.
Wesley Bucknor- requested funds from the board to help Disabled Student Program Services (DSPS) by purchasing an ink cartridge in the amount of $233.83. This ink cartridge will be beneficial for the DSPS students in their computer lab. Also, he requested paper with 10 reams; the amount is between $50-$55 which should last them the whole semester. 
Almaz Pickens- Reintroduced herself as the Commissioner of Publications; she also stated she is responsible for handling flyers when needed.  She mentioned she is not being utilized and willing to work, if flyers are needed.
    Dean Cobian- Spoke about having procedure training for the Robert Rules of order, along with a T.E.A.M building workshop on December 2nd, 8:30-1:00 pm, or December 9th.  He also proposed a budget for this event, approximately $525.00 to purchase Breakfast & Lunch.  He brought to the board the need for student’s to attend different committees on campus.  He provided a sign up sheet.  Several students mentioned they preferred to have the training in January before the start of the spring semester.  Some board members can not attend Friday trainings due to academic classes.  The board will discuss this further during next meeting.

V. Discussion
1. Review Applicants for New Boards- Coffey Baldwin is applying for Commissioner of Faculty and Student Relations.  
2. Removal of Administrative Vice President, Secretary, and Commissioner. A letter of resignation was received from Administrative Vice President Theodore White; there is no further discussion at this time about the resignation. Mr. White thanked the board and everyone for electing him as Administrative Vice President; he apologized that he did not live up to his duties and wished everyone the very best. Secretary Antoine White has missed more than 4 meetings due to his illness there have been no forms submitted yet, about his illness. Mrs. D’joy spoke to him about his position. She said he was supposed to return to his duties, however, Antoine did not show up as promised. Mrs. D’Joy recommended that due to the bylaws that Antoine White be removed at this time. ASO President mentioned Antoine had not informed him of the need for absences as required in the bylaws.  He has called him repeatedly.  The board is waiting for some type of written letter from Antoine.
3. Clubs to be chartered- ASL club to be chartered there was a problem with getting their paper work processed, the sign language club will be charted as soon as missing paperwork is submitted. 
4. Higher one ATM machines on campus- Ms. D’Joy re-stated that Presidents Daniels explained the reason why there is only one working ATM on campus at this time.  A second machine has been put on hold because there is no other place to put it at this time.   It was suppose to go into one of the new buildings as soon as the buildings are constructed.  He apologized for any inconvenience.
5.  Thanksgiving Drive Committee- Ericka Pollard spoke about food drive and said it was too late to manifest a successful event. Therefore, it will be collaborated with the Christmas food drive.
6. A Christmas committee was formed- Wesely, Victor, Travina, Ericka, Luciano, D’Joy, Dana, Almaz, and Vanesha.  Dean Cobian suggested the committee meet every week after every ASO Board meeting and submit updates to the ASO Board, including a proposed budget for approval.
7. About Time Catering Scholarship- The scholarship involves all ASO members and a final date, as well as the requirements, will be due on December 9. Also, Armando from the catering company will be included in the review panel.
8. General Assembly Report- Luciano stated the general assembly was very successful; one intervention mentioned during the assembly was that of the Freshman Experience for all entering students was passed for all regions in the state of California.  This resolution was created by our former ASO Board Member, Ms. Sonia Fulgham, and amended by former ASO President Ms. Kessha Perry. However, for the next general assembly Luciano would like to request that others from the board attend; he is making a request to get the Rep Fee passed on campus.  D’Joy praised Luciano’s performance at the general assembly.  
    Action Items


1. Appoint New Board Members- Ms. D’joy Robinson made a motion to appoint Ms. Vanesha Reed as Commisssioner of Middle College and was seconded by Wesley. Since her ASO fee has not been paid, she will not officially become a board member until she demonstrates payment of ASO fee. 
2. Removal of Secretary- Ms. D’Joy made a motion to remove Antoine White as ASO Secretary based on excessive missed meetings. The motion was seconded and the motion carried. Antoine White has been removed from the ASO Board as Executive Secretary.
3. Club Chartering- No clubs to be charted at this time.
4. Catering truck Scholarship- Melvin Villaver made a motion that we set the due date for the scholarship applications to be accepted and that Dean Cobian and Armando of the catering be included as part of the review panel.  A date of December 9, 2011 at 3:00 p.m. was motioned by Melvin. The motion was seconded, and the motion passed.
5. Thanksgiving Committee budget and fundraising- A committee was formed and will begin its planning.
