II. Approval of Minutes 11-8-11
 with some corrections
D’Joy made a motion to suspend the agenda to hear the Public Speaking Non-Agenda Issues. It was seconded, motion carried.
III. Public Speaking Non-Agenda Issues (3 min time limit)
Dana Thomas – Complained about several Broad members.  The issues she addressed were the following:
1. Not do their work as either board members or commissioners.

2. Disrespectful behavior in the ASO office
3. Not helping students that come in the office. 

              She requested an explanation of what exactly are the duties in the ASO
     Office for each member.  For example; what does the treasure do in the office?
    D’Joy – Explained – it is the official duty of every Executive, Commissioner 

                and volunteer in the ASO office to:
1. Greet every student in a welcoming manner.

2. Stop what ever they’re doing personally to help student, especially if sitting at the front of the office where you can be seen.
3. Conduct ourselves in a businesslike manner with the utmost respect toward every student that comes in the office and each other.

   Ruby Duren – Stated the board was “beating around the bush,” the behavior the group is complaining about is attributed to Mr. Theodore White. According to Ruby, Mr. White has been a problem in the office by being disrespectful to others, using inappropriate language, and being unpredictable in his behavior. 
   Kessha Perry former ASO President – Last year when she was ASO President she received consignment tickets to Magic Mountain worth a total of $2,700. LASC students purchased all the tickets.  On the day of the event (June 17, 2010), she went to pay the money at the Magic Mount Group Sales Office. The office refused to accept cash payment for the tickets. She was informed they would only accept money order, check, or credit card payment.  Kessha took the money to purchase a money order after the event. Later that day the money was stolen. She knows who stole the money and is taking full responsibility. She started paying Magic Mountain back, but she has only paid $600.00 of the $2,700. There is a balance of $2,100 still owed to Magic Mountain which has been referred to a Collection Agency.  Kessha asked the board if ASO could pay the funds and she would sign some type of agreement to pay ASO back with installments.

President Daniels said this is now a college matter.  President Daniels requested that Kessha meet with him after the meeting to discuss this matter.

Dean Cobian expressed concern this issue was not communicated with the Board nor ASO Advisor.  The college signed a contract on behalf of ASO.  Thus, this situation puts the college in a difficult situation when we are facing mid year cuts to the college.   In the future, ASO can not pay vendors with cash.  
IV. Public Speaking Agenda Issues (5 min time limit)
Dr. Jack Daniels – LASC President – Greeted the ASO and mentioned the importance of their involvement in the college and shared governance.  He expressed concern that not all the commissioner positions had been filled.  He wanted to address several issues brought to his attention: 

1. Communication lines between students and Administration.  He expressed the need for improved communication.  Mr. Theodore White suggested ASO Board and President meet at least once a month to discuss issues on campus.  He supported this type of meeting, however, it needed to be scheduled in advance because of his busy schedule.
2. Air conditioning in the Academic Village.  He is aware of the situation in the village with the air conditioning.  The contractors are trying to resolve the issue with the noise and cold.
3. Student Success rate at LASC.  Discussion about success rate at LASC and factors that impact success. 
4. Sexual Discrimination Policy – Student asked what is the college’s policy on sexual/racial/gender discrimination.  Dr. Daniels explained the LACCD’s policy and reporting system. 

5. Chain of command in situations that arise in class rooms.  Clarified who should be contacted when negative situations occur in the classroom.
6. Higher One ATM Machine – A second ATM will be placed in the LL building.  However, he is contemplating another area that may be more accessible to students in one of the new building.
