Luciano :  
1. Luciano passed out information regarding a proposed resolution about faculty absences which had been approved at the Region 7 meeting.  Also, he discussed the upcoming SSCCC General Assembly in San Jose, California on November 4-6, 2011.  The ASO Executive Board will attend the General Assembly.
2. The three (3) resolutions approved by Region 7 will be presented at the conference.  
Margo Coffee-Baldwin: 
1. Discussed concern with the low graduation rate at LASC, approximately 7%-9% and transfer rate below 15%.  Ms. Coffee –Baldwin wanted more campus wide discussion on this issue and wanted to inquire how ASO can impact change.
2. Ms.  Coffee Baldwin discussed concern with tutor to student ratio? How and we can improve students’ moral and academic achievement?
3. Ms. Coffee discussed poor communication across campus as a whole. 
A.  D’Joy offered information about the freshmen experience that could soon change colleges’ success rate.
B. Luciano encouraged student to attend the President’s Forum on Thursday and express concerns
C. Theo – Offered to assist Ms. Coffee with anything she needs to get answers and help make improvement on campus.
D. Luciano- Offered Ms. Coffee to consider a position on the ASO board.  Also, encouraged to serve on a shared governance committee.
  

V. Discussion
1. Review Applicants for New Boards-
Ms Reed introduced herself.  She is applying for the office of Middle College Commissioner. All her paper work was submitted.  She only needs to attend two (2) more board meetings to be appointed. We will be awaiting her approvel from Dean Cobian which comes from Executive Vice President T. Walton.  Afterwards, the board will make a decision regarding her appointment.  The application for Max Douis and Logan Baughman III were approved. Max Douis is applying for Chief Justice Position and Logan Baughman III for Commissioner of Veteran Affairs.
2. Thank you Harvest Committee.
Luciano and the entire board gave the Harvest Planning Committee a standing ovation and praise for their hard work. Everyone was pleased with activities. Melvin requested all original receipts be given to him so he may process the check request ASAP, and with everyone’s name who needed to be reimbursed. He was informed that D’Joy is the only one who needs to be reimbursed for expenditures.
3. Homecoming & Washington’s Game – report, parking 
Luciano reported that there was a mix up in the time for the parking fee collection; Washington’s game was at 3pm not 6pm.  Both Theo and Wes were late due to miscommunication. During the Homecoming Game, attendance was low and parking was not charged. 
4. Clubs to be Chartered
No clubs to be chartered.
5. Higherone ATM Machines on Campus
D’joy is waiting for HigherOne to get back to her about the number of ATMs required on campus. Motion was passed  t postpone until next meeting. 
6. Team Building Training – Luncheon & Chat Wed. @ 1:00pm
Dean Cobian suggested this event be cancelled.  The rationale is that it would become a Brown Act meeting if a majority of the board were present to discuss ASO issues.  If the board wants to meet informally for lunch, that is acceptable, as long as board actions are neither taken nor discussed.  D’Joy mentioned the purpose of the meeting would be to discuss the office dynamics and help resolve issues of professionalism in the office.  Dean Cobian advised board to discuss these issues publically during board meeting.
7. ASO – Charging for Public Parking of Outside events.
D’Joy suggested ASO put together a proposal regarding the collection of parking fees during campus events. D’Joy made a motion to postpone discussion and it was seconded, all agreed.
8. Transfer funds from closed clubs accounts.
Dean Cobian sent an e-mail for all to review regarding the closure of inactive accounts that have been idle for more than two years. Some clubs have negative balances as well as positive ones; none of the fund could be transferred until CSSO was notified and a two (2) week waiting period has passed. These accounts should close by November 28, 2011.  ASO would have to assume a negative balance of $1,200 as a result of accounts with negative balances.  Dean Cobian asked the board to forward the message to commissioners and review the breakdown.
