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CLUB ADVISORS/ INTER-CLUB COUNCIL ADVISORS
     Every campus club must have a Faculty or Staff Advisor to remain in good standing. The Club Advisor is someone who guides and advises the Club Members. While Advisors are resources, role models and mentors, they provide support for the Club but should not function as a Member or an Officer: the Members make the decisions, and the Advisor approves them—as long as those decisions are within the LASC, LACCD, and ASO guidelines and are reasonable. Part of the students’ experience in an Organization/Club is learning to deal with a variety of people and responding to the consequences of decisions and actions.
     The Advisor’s job is to: be present at official Club Meetings and Events, oversee the Club’s finances, ensure that the College fulfills its obligations to the students, and monitor the activities of the Club so that they conform to both the California Education Code and the Policies of the Los Angeles Southwest Community College District. For example, District Policy prohibits alcoholic beverages at ANY Club meeting or activity.

ADVISOR’S RESPONSIBILITIES:
· To serve as the Official Representative of the College to the Clubs at all Official Meetings and Events.
· To charter no more than two (2) Clubs at a time.
· To be present for all Official Club meetings and events, both business and social, and to advise students of the policies and procedures that they must follow.
· To prevent Club Members’ accounts from incurring debts that they are unable to pay; the Advisor and Treasurer oversee the club account.
· To help officers of the organization understand their duties.
· To participate in the Inter-Club Council meetings.
· To see that the continuity of the Organization is preserved through its Constitution, Minutes, Agendas, and Traditions, and that succeeding Officers and Members adequately understand its past activities.
· To ensure that College Policies are upheld.
· To sign ALL Club requisitions, see that the Club Treasurer or Representative signs ALL requisitions, and see that ALL expenditures are correct and permitted.
· To read and understand the ASO by Laws and Constitution, Finance Code, Robert’s Rules of Order, The Brown Act, District E-Regulations, and Code of Student Conduct.
· If an Advisor is not present during an activity, the activity will be TERMINATED leading to possible revocation of the Club’s Charter. (An Advisor can designate another regular employee to serve in their absence at a particular activity).
CLUB PROBATION:

If a Club violates the ASO Constitution By-Laws, codes, or regulations, Inter-Club Council and ASO Council will place it on probation.

CLUB SUSPENSIONS:
Clubs will be put on suspension if they are not represented at (3) three Inter-Club Council Meetings and ASO Meetings in an academic semester. The Club can return to Active Status by attending (3) three consecutive Inter-Club Council Meetings and ASO Meetings.
