1.  Call to Order:

The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm by Alfred Reed, Jr., President of the Academic Senate. 

2.  Approval of Previous Minutes: 

· Minutes from April 14, 2009, were approved. 
3.  Administration Report, College Vice Presidents, Deans
· Leige Doffoney: Leige reported that the Senate group was good this year at problem-solving and raising relevant issues, citing the Moodle issues raised regarding enrollment.  Improvements have been made.  The paper Schedule of Classes is out.  She suggested we use it as an educational tool in the classroom, to show students the LDTD, calendar, and so on to help make it informative for them.  She offered her congratulations on Program Review progress, one dead tree later. Dr. Daniels’s recent email illustrates how much progress we have made do far.  She applauded our dialog.  Thursday will be her last day, so she bid us a tearful goodbye.  Pat Lewis made a speech, praising Leige as having been a great buffer in between us and Administration.
· Jose Robledo: Mr. Robledo discussed graduation.  It will be  from 3:45 to 4:00 in the gym, and in the stadium next year.  Grads have ordered cap and gowns.  Dean Jefferson is in charge. · Finances in a word: dismal.  
5.  Senate President’s Report – Alfred Reed, Jr.:
· Al said that he appreciates our support.  Our workload has been huge but we got it done for Accreditation.  He reminded us that syllabus requirements are State mandated to include dates and disability statements.  Ensure that yours complies.  Focus on SLOs, assessment, and program review.  Our sanctions resulted from our failure to maintain this.  Senate elections will take place the week of May 23-29.  Your dues must be paid by this Friday or no vote for you.  Paid adjuncts can vote for Senate; no one can vote who hasn’t paid their dues. This week we are verifying the nominations; Monday, nomination acceptances will be emailed and posted.  Debate ensued regarding adjunct votes.  Linda Larson-Singer stated that in our Constitution voter eligibility requires members to pay their dues 4 weeks prior to elections, which are supposed to have already taken place.  She asked if we should change it this once, by presidential decree.  Discussion followed.  We introduced a motion to extend the deadline to pay fees to this Friday in a non-precedent-setting decision, this one time only.  There will be no change to the Constitution. The motion passed: 7 for; 2 against.  Reggie will handle posting the materials.

Regarding Mini-program Review, it’s necessary to document the program level SLOs, indicating your progress on the matrix.  See #4 on your handout.
