Accreditation Resolution
Whereas, The Academic Senate for California Community Colleges has, through the resolution process, called upon the Accrediting Commission for Community and Junior Colleges to produce the research and data upon which it bases its advocacy of new Accreditation Standards, and has called upon the Accrediting Commission to produce evidence that compliance with its proposed new Standards will result in improved quality of education for students.

Whereas, The Accrediting Commission has not to this date shared its data and research, nor has it produced evidence that the proposed new standards would result in improved educational quality.

Whereas, It would be irresponsible of Los Angeles Southwest College to expend taxpayer dollars on institutional changes, whose potential for effecting improvement in educational quality is unsupported by research, data, or any other form of evidence.

Whereas, The Academic Senate for California Community Colleges has called upon the Commission to continue use of the current standards while extending the timeline for dialogue regarding any new standards, and has resolved to work with other concerned groups to actively consider legal strategies and alternatives to the current process should the Commission proceed to adopt the proposed standards over the objections of the educational community.

Resolved, The academic senate of Los Angeles Southwest College calls for an immediate moratorium on all changes proposed in anticipation of new Standards drafted by the Accrediting Commission of Community and Junior Colleges, such changes to include, but not be limited to, any and all processes of the institution (planning, budgeting, faculty and staff evaluation, tenure review, program review, curriculum design and implementation, hiring, faculty and staff development, etc.), any redirection of resources, changes to statements of mission and vision, changes in administrative and governance structures, and other changes not herein listed but motivated by a desire to accommodate the anticipated new Standards.

Resolved, The academic senate of Los Angeles Southwest College calls for said moratorium to persist, should new Standards in fact be adopted by the Commission, until such time as the Academic Senate for California Community Colleges, in its role as the representative of all local academic senates with respect to academic and professional matters of statewide import, shall have explored the implications of any new Standards, worked with other concerned groups to consider alternatives and legal recourse, and shall have sought the counsel of the field on said Standards at its Fall Plenary Session 2002.
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
