Noticed Motion for December 9, 2002

Whereas, the fail-rate among students each semester at Los Angeles Southwest College is very high with slightly higher more than fifty (50) percent of students actually succeeding and completing their program of study within a timely manner; and

Whereas, faculty members have expressed their concerns regarding the academic functioningal levels of students whom they receive in class each semester; and

Whereas, many students are leaving Los Angeles Southwest College without the academic tools necessary to be successful at the 4-year college/university and/or in the workforce; and

Whereas, students who find themselves on academic and/or progress probation should need to (or must) be assessed with a plan for improving skills necessary for success in college; therefore,

Be it resolved that the Academic Senate of Los Angeles Southwest College supports academic excellence in all our endeavors including college preparation; and

Be it further resolved that we, the Academic Senate, representing faculty in Academic and Professional Matters,  do hereby request that President Audre Levy and Vice Presidents Leige Henderson and Jose Robledo to approve support plans from the Academic Senate to develop and implement and a structure of successful strategies for students to improve their academic functioning skill levels which will increase the retention and reduce failure rates among students, thereby resulting in positive student outcomes.
