RESOLUTION TO THE ACADEMIC SENATE

“Local Senate Oversight of Measurable Student Learning Outcomes”

Whereas, The new accreditation standards require that colleges incorporate measurable student learning outcomes at the course, program, and institutional level; and

Whereas, Curriculum, degree and program requirements, grading policies and student preparation and success are academic and professional matters, wherein local academic senates have primacy;

Whereas, the Academic Senate for California Community Colleges recently passed a resolution (2.01-S04) urging local senates to pass resolutions to form an appropriate standing committee for local senate oversight of student learning outcomes;

Resolved, that the LASC Academic Senate form a Student Learning Outcomes standing committee in cooperation with the accreditation liaison, to develop recommended guidelines for defining, identifying, assessing, and communicating all measurable student learning outcomes; and

Resolved, That the LASC Academic Senate review and approve the resulting guidelines for implementation.
