  1.  Call to Order – Ron Lopez, Vice President


The meeting was called to order at 12:50 by Vice President, Ron Lopez.  

  2.  Minutes of December 11, 2001 and February 12, 2002


LaVerne McField moved and Rose Calderon seconded that both the Minutes of December 11 and February 12 be approved as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously.  

  3.  Treasurer’s Report – Joan Ann Mrava

Treasurer, Joan Ann Mrava, reported that there is $1,478.10 in the checking account, $1,130.05 in the savings account and $3,104.38 in the Franklin Templeton Money Market for a grand total of $5,712.53.

  4.  President’s Report – Ron Lopez/Phyllis Norwood


A)  Ron Lopez reported that President Phyllis Norwood was at another meeting.


B)  He stated that President Levy would distribute a memo regarding faculty input on departmental restructuring.  There was discussion.  Wonda Powell suggested that there be no changes made in departmental restructuring until the president of the college receives a written request from the department chairs and the faculty to do so.  It was agreed to by consensus.


C)  At 1:50 President Phyllis Norwood returned.  She stated that the Administration is proposing that all employees wear identification badges.  Information was sent to Department Chairs and was proposed as a safety measure apparently prompted by various incidents of individual coming on campus.  Joe Perret suggested that it be communicated to the Administration that the Senate is opposed to wearing identification badges.  The directive was supported by consensus.

D)  Clerical support continues to be an issue.  It was previously addressed two times in Academic Affairs.  Wonda Powell suggested to communicate to the Administration that competent clerical help (a 
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word processor) be hired to support faculty.  She stated, “The good of the public should weigh heavier than the good of a few.”  The directive was supported by consensus.  

E)  Lack of faculty parking spaces is an additional problem.  Spaces are frequently filled by students or student workers.  The issue pertains to the AFT.


F)  Phyllis reported that there is a temporary freeze on all hiring.  The District over-projected overcap basic skills and growth funding.  Close to $10 million will need to be paid back by the District.  


G)  Chairs were reminded that all faculty positions must be requested and documents filed in order for any hiring to be considered when hiring resumes.  Wonda Powell requested that additional forms be available in the Office of Academic Affairs.  


H)  Phyllis stated that there needs to be a faculty perspective represented on the Technology Committee.  If Carolyn Magee calls for your representation, please participate.  


I)  Outside analysts will look at the technology infrastructure of the college.  It had been brought to Phyllis’ attention that one class had been given all Incompletes because non-functional equipment did not allow students to complete assignments.  


H)  There was additional discussion of the realignment of disciplines and departments.  Phyllis stated President Levy would distribute her proposal and ask for input.  It was stated that the Senate had previously asked for more time to study the realignment and that the Darrell Eckersley had stated that the date for chair elections could be postponed.  Phyllis had stated that a memo had been sent to President Levy stating that more time was needed to study realignment of disciplines and that the Academic Senate recommended making no changes in the grading policy.
  5.  Standing Committee Reports


A)  Curriculum Committee – Avery Johnson:  None (No longer present)


B)  Program Review – Glenn Yoshida:  Glenn reported that the following self-studies were being reviewed by Technical Review teams: Chemistry and the clusters of the Biological Sciences, Engineering, Foreign Languages, Physical Science and Law/Paralegal.  The self-study on Accounting had completed technical review and will be presented to the Program Review Committee and then to the Senate for final action.  The following self-studies are ready to go through Technical Review:  Computer Applications and Office Technology, Administration of Justice and the cluster of Health and PE.  Wonda Powell, Chair, stated that she had never received a copy of the Geography self-study that is awaiting her signature.  Close to self-study completion are Real Estate, Computer Science, PACE and the clusters of Performing Arts and Business.  The following disciplines will be place on the next cycle of Program Review:  American Sign Language, Anthropology, History, Political Science, Psychology, Sociology and Cooperative Education.  --  Three Program Review Orientations are scheduled before Spring Break on March 20, 21 and 22.  --  It has been established that compensation for hourly faculty serving as self-study team leaders will be $1,500.   It was stated that those faculty members need to be compensated for their work whether or not the report is approved.  There was discussion as to whether full-time faculty who are also part-time can be paid too.  The Program Review office is Cox 418D; additional members for the Technical Review Committees are needed.  Glenn requested that Chairs submit names of faculty who would possibly serve.  Disciplines/clusters beginning in Spring will have data already inserted into tables in the self-study documents.  A written report was distributed, including the Program Review Schedule.  Wonda Powell requested that Education be included in the Review Schedule; it was decided that it would be clustered with Psychology.  


C.  Staff Development -- Pauline Itow:  Pauline reported that there would be a workshop directly following the Senate meeting on “How to Interpret Data.”  It was designed to help those working on Program Review.  --  Those going to the retreat need to try on the windbreakers for size.  --  Additional 
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workshops will be offered in the future including grant-writing, budget how-to’s and technological faculty tools.  --  A handout was distributed.

D.  Technology Committee – Carolyn Magee:  Carolyn reported that various areas are to be addressed in regards to technology and the faculty:  They include a PC upgrading schedule, establishing a help desk for faculty and staff support, a staff development center with help at any time, maintaining of up-to-date and functioning classroom equipment, coordination of the technological infrastructure, establishment of a standard of technological knowledge/performance for faculty and staff, development of policies and guidelines in areas of technology, establishment of remote access to the Library services and updating of the Bookstore to sell on-line.  --  There was discussion.  It was suggested that off-campus vendors give help to faculty and staff in exchange for offering classes.  It was also suggested to research the policy for use of technology according to the State Academic Senate.  --  The need for clerical support for faculty was discussed as was the consistent malfunction of the one elevator in the LL building.
