The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm by Mr. Morris.  Dr. Doose moved to approve the agenda and Mr. Ingram 2nd.  
Ms. Cliff moved to approve the minutes from September 12th and it was 2nd by Dr. Doose. The September 12, 2006 minutes were approved.

Dr. Daniels spoke regarding the energy plant and how the savings of ½ million dollars per year would be put back into the college.

There was discussion over building the energy plant.  Mr. Morris asked who is overseen the energy team from the district?

Mr. Glenn Yoshida was given a plaque for his hard work on the accreditation team.

Treasurer’s Report:  Ms. Mrava stated that the checking account is “pitiful.”  CD has earned some money (report is attached in hard copy).

Mr. Morris brought up the issue of refreshments for the Academic Senate.  He stated that some departments do not want to participate.  Three choices were placed on the table:  ASO offered to set up and serve the food and refreshments.
1) Bring your own lunch

2) Order from the bookstore sandwiches, cookies, soda, and water

3) Select $100/year from the senate with a maximum amount of money 
Dr. Doose made a motion to table motion until next session.  Igor seconded it.  All approved it except Ms. Mrava opposed it and Ms. Avrig opposed it.

There was a presentation from Ms. McField, Henderson, Slabo, and Eva Jacskon (ASO President)

Slabo spoke regarding the collective drawing that they had created at the conference.  It was their collaborative point of view of what student success is from their own perceptions.  Ms. Henderson stated that this could be something that could be done at Flex day.  There was some discussion on the subject.

Mr. Morris stated that the Staff Development Coordinator will receive a .6 in time release.

Noticed Motion:  Regarding Individuals that can participate in Graduation.  Should Certificate recipients be allowed to participate in the ceremony?

Discussion on the subject.  Four options

1) Separate ceremonies

2) Same day (AA/S recipients walk to the stage, certificates only stand up)

3) Same day walk in separate groups

4) Different color of robes

Student services are in charge of graduation and on that day, they actually go by honor system.

Final decision that graduates shall wear different color of robes.
Notice motion on academic freedom.  All voted in favor.

Dr. Doose: Notice Motion:

The LASC Academic Senate recommends to the College president that three to five sets of the “Smart Classroom” technology being considered for the Tech Building and LL building remodel be trail tested for two to three semesters before making final decisions on the configuration to be purchased and installed.

Background:  The consultants making the presentation Monday 10/9/06 stated that they could make up to five sets of “Smart Classroom” equipment available to LASC for instructors to use to conduct semester long classes.  Information gained from trial testing would be very useful in the decision making process for selecting the best configuration of equipment.

Ingram seconded it.  All in favor.

Program Review:  Mini version three years to address it.  

Conference in SD on student success.  There were workshops on how to asses student success and SLOs and how to identify them.  There are hand outs.

Senate Review Program Process:

Committee will focus on Assessment how to assess SLOs.  Dr. Larry consultant on assessment will be on our campus on December 1st.

Technology Report:

Smart classrooms (covered).  There are 7 faculty members on the committee; however, only three show up.  Mr. Perret will be demonstrating how to use the Moodle system through staff development. 
College Council:

In this council we would only have two votes for faculty (senate and AFT) all others would be classified.  In past history, classified has always sided with administration.  The council would be made up of four classified, one student, and two faulty.
