  1.  Call to Order – Phyllis Norwood, President


The meeting was called to order at 12:55 by President, Phyllis Norwood.

  2.  Minutes of May 14 and October 8, 2002


Ron Lopez moved and Gabrielle Arvig seconded the motion to approve the Minutes of May 14, 2002 as submitted.  The motion passed unanimously.  


LaVerne McField moved and Paul Doose seconded that the Minutes of October 8 be approved.  They were with the following corrections:  1)  President’s Report, H to state, “Another agreement was presented by Dr. Levy which included the Senate and the College Council.   The College Council is a shared governance constituency formed to disseminate information, not to act as a body to make recommendations on academic and professional matters.”  2)  Announcements to state that Richard Galope was hired as an SFP Program Specialist rather than as a consultant.  The Minutes were accepted as corrected.
  3.   Treasurer’s Report – Joan Ann Mrava



Treasurer, Joan Ann Mrava, reported that there is $1,614.63 in the checking account, $1,134.36 in the savings account and $3,132.12 in the Franklin Templeton Money Market for a grand total of $5,881.74.  Joan Ann reported that notices requesting dues have been distributed.  Joan Ann stated that some faculty state that they will not pay dues.  Others ask for what the dues are used.  They are set aside to pay for mementos for retirees, flowers in cases of illness and death and social events.  

  4.  President’s Report -- Phyllis Norwood

A.  Phyllis reported that Dr. Paul Doose had attended a meeting that he had not been invited to.  He got information regarding Proposition A expenditures.  The list includes spending money on 
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satellite areas not discussed with faculty; faculty rights are being chipped away.  A form was distributed.  


B.  Department Chairs reported to Phyllis that a form for evaluating faculty had been suggested to them that included items not included in the AFT contract.  Faculty must not let their rights be usurped.


C.  There are new academic standards being discussed; they have been referred to by Phyllis in various emails.  She asked that faculty please download the information and email their responses back to her.


D.  The Chancellor’s Office had sent out an email that the federal government is looking at doing away with the Carl Perkins vocational education funding.  Please join in the letter writing campaign to let it be known how crucial those monies are to the community colleges.


E.   With TANF reform less than 3% of the total budget is spent on welfare but still the US Congress is considering decreasing funds.  Forty-five percent of community college students receive TANF funds at one time.  If monies reduce the educational period to three months, the community colleges will greatly feel the effects, especially when there is no State money to make up the differences.  


F.  Glenn Yoshida, Ed Hector and Phyllis attended the State Academic Senate meeting.  One issue that was brought up was the possibility of making information literacy a graduation requirement.  Competency in gathering specific information would be tested and teaching could be done in a specific class or infused in the curriculum of various classes.

G. The Accreditation visit seemed to end on a positive note.                                                                      

H. The District is seeking standardization of requirements for receiving additional AA’s and 

is looking at a transfer degree.  There will soon be a new District form to be used for both a PNCR and Course Outline.  


I.  Dorothy Zitzman of Child Development is ill and will be out the rest of the semester.  Vice President Leige Henderson’s mother is gravely ill.


J.  There have been an array of killings in the city; there have been 13 in two weeks in this and the mid-Wilshire areas.  The college has been approached to be part of a community coalition, along with Yvonne Brathwaite Burke’s office, to work on gang prevention.  Reggie Morris stated that the murders seem to be in retaliation for the death of gang members.

abolish the senate representation as it is.  The Academic Senate would go on record as opposing a change in the composition maintaining equal representation from each campus.

F. Program Review – Glenn Yoshida:  Glenn distributed a report on the progress of the 

Program Reviews.  Among other information, procedures have been changed to allow the originator of the report to make revisions of the plan before it is presented to the Senate.  The calendar of the cycles was also presented.
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G. 2nd Course Repetition – Linda Larson Singer:  Linda distributed a report of 73 students who 

had been approved to repeat: a course a second time in Spring 2002.  The percentage of students who passed with B’s and C’s and those who remained in the classes appeared to be significantly higher than the percentage of regular college enrollments. 

H. Staff Development – Pauline Itow:  Phyllis stated that the College President would not fund 

the Staff Development Coordinatorship at .4 released time.  Pauline would not do the job for .2.  Money being lost from the State budget has nothing to do with the time involved in coordinating activities.  Staff Development is mandated by AB 1725.  Joan Ann Mrava moved and Ron Lopez seconded that the Senate should write a resolution to keep the released time at .4.  The motion passed.    

I.   Travel Committee – Kathi Cliff:  Tabled

  6.  Old Business: 


A.  Noticed Motions re:  Drops and Exclusion Policy, Grade Change Policy, Viability of Programs process and Waiting List Procedures.  The policies were looked at again.  Ron Lopez suggested that the Waiting List Policy be amended thusly.  “ That if space permits (up to the specified enrollment limit), the names of students who are present and on the official College Waiting List shall be added first to the class in the priority of the name(s) on the list.  Previous discussion had involved when students who do not show for class should be officially dropped or excluded.  It appeared to be the consensus to change the wording to the second class meeting.  There was not consensus as to if the wording should be by or after the second class meeting.  LaVerne McField moved and Gabrielle Arvig seconded that the policies be accepted with the provision that the Senate Executive Board would clarify the final language.  The motion passed.  

  7.  New Business:


A.  Noticed Motions re:  Web Use Access and Virus Protection Software proposed by Joe Perret.   Al Reed moved and Ed Hector seconded the motion to accept the policies, and the Strategic Technology Plan as proposed.  There was discussion.  Joe Perret stated that a committee had worked to propose the policies to give faculty access to websites and to make certain that all computers in the college had current virus protection.  Phyllis Norwood stated that Jon Hendershot had expressed concern that faculty should have no oversight to their own websites.  This plan allows some oversight.  The technology plan would coordinate technology across the campus and what was proposed would “fill in the holes” in the current policy.  Gabrielle Arvig suggested that  there needed to be a link added so Library resources could be accessed electronically from the outside.  The term “our students and the students of LASC” needed to be corrected.  There was further discussion; it was thought that the motions would provide a much needed basis of policy.  The motion passed.
