Call to Order – Reggie Morris, President
The meeting was called to order by President Reggie Morris.  Dr. Doose made copies of code of ethics New Board Rule:  Proposed faculty will generate its own code of ethics.  The district does not need to do this. Each campus would generate its own code of ethics. President is implementing tips unanimously voted down by the District Senate and e-board. AB-1725 states we have mutual agreement

Mr. Reed discussed the approval of applications. Department should have had time to review applications→ Returning, Replacement, Vocational, Full-time students
Dan will be training on how to fill out applications. Motion of application – accept the three types. Dr. Hector seconded it.

Discussion - redo the application for faculty position for Mr. Peret. All accept applications. Syllabus checklist enclosed motion: Mr. Reed. Dr. Jarecke seconded it.  Dr. Roberts made one change to the syllabus checklist.  Dr. Masseli assisted with the syllabus checklist. It is to help the institute to do planning of course. Mr. Peret thanks the committee for the checklist. Suggested CR List on top and leave it up to the department chairs suggested by the committee per Dr. Hector. Motion to accept it as it is.

Friendly amendment to it. Philip Jones suggested. Dr. Hector second  the amendment. New motion to friendly amendment to suggested checklist.  Departments can decide on checklist for syllabus. Standards are followed. Ms. Cliff – embarrassing not to have the information on the syllabus, it does not look professional for them and it is not uninform in your own discipline.  All information may not have been to be on the syllabus. 

Dr. Maselli – peer evaluation sheet showing the assignment for the class. 

Dr. Kelbisow - syllabus clear to the student.
Ms. Cliff – you may need to put it on things on the syllabus regarding checklist. Larson- Singer mentions what is mandatory on the syllabus. Having flexibility per Ms. Lewis motion to accept with friendly amendment with strong.  All in favor – the ayes favored it and two opposed it.

Mr. Peret – software for online classes’ unified approach for students (Moodle) is free LASC. Motion – accept Moodle for online classes for Fall 2006 and training for faculty and staff. Faculty can use other system. Suggested motions – open source free for everyone. Have to put it on a sever for $ 1, 000 per year. The committee voted for the system. Does not preclude faculty form using other program.  Ms. Magee, Dr. Hector motioned all in favor. Dr. Hector opposed it.

Ms. Cliff – still a budget ( money to travel) get terms in early if you want to travel. Get forms in early if you want to travel. Budget sub – committee, email it to all faculty for review. Planning handbook revision (change on how to appeal). Forty responded (need to be more transparent) workshop forum.

How to grant money. Timeline and change some language. do it in segments. Faculty – Chevron thing is scrapped. District saw something they did not like. Every campus to come up with energy conservation. On the third floor, room 314 in the new Student Services Center 12:30 – 3:30 food will be provided.
