1.  Call to Order – Reggie Morris, President


The meeting was called to order at 12:50 by President Reggie Morris.

Sandy Hinkle moved and Gabrielle Arvig seconded that the minutes of November 9, 2004 be approved as submitted.   The motion passed.
4.  Treasurer’s Report – Joanna Mrava



The report of Treasurer, Joanna Mrava, was distributed.  As of December 14, 2004 there was $2,060.72 in the checking account, $1,145.94 in the savings account and $3,173.66 in the Franklin Templeton Money Market for a grand total of $6,380.32. Linda Larson stated that Linda Daniels had called to say that the flowers sent to her from the Senate were beautiful and that she wished to thank the Senate.  

5.  President’s Report – Reggie Morris



A.  Reggie thanked Gabrielle Arvig and Penny Jarecke for the refreshments.  


      B.   Reggie stated that various concerns and issues need to be discussed and dealt with by the faculty as a group.  The Senate Executive Board generally meets monthly with the Administrative Senior Staff.  The goal is to work toward serving all students to the best of our abilities regardless of student ethnicities.  Neil Mantena stated that we need to look at the population of the college and why the enrollment has remained relatively flat for the past ten years.  Shelley Werts stressed the importance of support for working together.



C.  The Nursing Program still needs to be improved.  There is a $350,000 grant to research Allied Health programs, including an LVN career ladder program.  There was discussion.  Dr. Todd J. Roberts stated that the BRN (Board of Registered Nursing) has never shut down a program and does not desire that this one be closed.  Rumors, which are not true, have been circulating that it does.  

   

D.  Reggie stated that the PACE Program now has a director hired at a 60% assignment.  Her name is LaTanya Atkins, a woman who has previously served at Southwest as a part-time counselor.  The program does not have a .4 counselor, as suggested in the Program Viability study.

Dan and Leti presented the format of the Program Review reports and stated that the final reviews would be done by faculty teams of three and three basic questions would need to be answered.  Leti stated that each review must include at least three objectives; interpretation /implications of data need to make sense.  Do trends match what is reported?  The evaluation rubric was passed out and there was discussion.  A total of 6 points will be required for Senate acceptance.  

The current timeline was discussed.  Initiators began the studies on November 14 and had two weeks.  The Readers began to read and comment on December 1 (for two weeks) and then the reports went back to the Initiators for a week.  Following that, there was one more week of final Reader comments.  Dan stated that to move the timeline forward would mean that the results could be included in the budget planning process.  The latest that he could receive results and still be able to use them to include the analysis of information for the budget would be the middle of February.    

There was discussion.  

Charles Ingram moved to accept the motion with an amendment, changing the date to “mid February.”  Kathi Cliff seconded the amended motion and it passed as follows:  "To change the Program Review Timeline for Academic Senate acceptance of final documents from March 15, 2005 to mid February, 200.”  The amended motion passed.
