1. The meeting was called to order by President Reggie Morris at 1:30 PM.  

2. Academic Senate President, Mr. Morris, moved to change the order of the agenda Motion was change order of the agenda by Dr. Doose and Ms. Pat Lewis 2nd it.

3. December 13, 2005, minutes were approved.  Dr. Doose made motion to approve and Ms. Pat. Lewis 2nd it.
4. Treasurer’s report:
Ms. Mrava made motion to pass a list of all the members that have paid their dues.  Motion passed 14 yes and 3 no.  Report attached.

5. Vice President Henderson’s Report:
Accreditation document is out.  Thomas Crow will be the facilitator in all three campuses (LAHC, WLAC, & LASC).  Compton College is still appealing.  Tech-Prep has a new publishing out (come pick one at academic affairs).  There will a community meeting at Washington H.S. regarding Middle College.  Contract with Middle College is for 3.5 years.  March 3rd, 2006 Gary Columbo, at the district office will meet to develop the strategic vision.  

Summer School:  Two sessions.  First session, will be from June 12 through July 17th (5 week session).  Second session, will be from July 20th to August 25th (6 week session).  They will be back to back.  Pace has asked to have an overlapping session.  Department Chairs have been asked to schedule courses with labs or larger unit courses during the 6 week session.

6. Moved Agenda to Review New Ethic Statement
There was discussion of the proposed Faculty Code of Ethics.  Faculty reworded various statements.  There was consensus that issues of faculty ethics should be referred to the Academic Senate.  The finalized version will be sent to representatives for approval; it must be filed with the District by March 1.  Also distributed electronically for approval will be ESL 047CE Vocational ESL, Introduction to Real Estate, a non-credit class and the Professional Spanish certificate.
Pat Lewis reported on the Tidal Wave of enrollments.  Gary Colombo, the liaison to the Chancellor’s Office for Accreditation, stated that a study of the surrounding demographics was conducted; the District is working on putting together its strategic plan.  
The budget was discussed.   It is probable that the college will have to repay $275,000. It will take a 15% reduction to achieve $3 million in cuts, if that sum is necessary to repay.  Even with the Nursing and Block grants, the college is still facing cuts.  There was discussion.  Chairs are required to make cuts but the “personality” of LASC students is not taken into account.  There are consistently no-shows on the first days; students drop after getting grants; they face enormous obstacles.  It was agreed that the one area in which cuts must not be made is the area of instruction.
Carolyn Magee stated that a new paralegal program will be presented to the Curriculum Committee.

Glenn Yoshida announced that there will be an Accreditation Forum in the Little Theater on March 9 at 11:30.
