Dan Walden explained the process of scoring the review documents.  A total of six points out of a possible 10 is the minimum required for Senate approval.  A score of one in any category would necessitate a revision, which will be done with the initiator, the department chair and the Vice President of Academic Affairs.  Leige Henderson welcomed faculty back to the Spring semester and commended all involved in Program Review for the hard work.  There was discussion.  Paul Doose pointed out that Module 6, Costs and Revenue, causes concern because the data stand alone and cannot be compared to other semesters and/or years.
