Meeting was called to order at 1:00 PM by the Academic Senate President, Mr. Morris.  Mr. Reed made motion to approve the agenda and the minutes.  Dr. Mantena 2nd the motion.  

Vice President Henderson provided her report:  She congratulated the Counseling Department for putting a successful high school breakfast.  Over 60 counselors from different high schools attended.  Information was provided on how to teach courses at their high school.  Vice President Henderson commended Mr. Morris for leading the effort.  The academic Affairs office is working on a one page resource that will provide the students with all of the information they need to succeed.  We are below 90 FTES in term of our enrollment.  Our 12 week courses have had a better success than our 8 week courses.  Our 8 week courses work well for PACE and Nursing.

The first Summer Session will be for 5 weeks and it will count towards this year.

Mr. Baron, the new Outreach and Recruitment Coordinator, was introduced and his contact information was provided.  He can be reached at extension 5325.

President’s Report:

Mr. Morris reported on the high school breakfast where 40 local high schools were contacted and 60 individual counselors attended.  Overall, this event was a success.

Treasurer’s report:  Ms. Mrava is absent due to an injury.  If you have any dues that you will like to pay please pay Mr. Morris or the secretary.  In order to vote or run in this election you must have paid your dues.

Hiring Subcommittee:

Replacement issues:  It is so difficult to come up with new hires.  Departments are loosing faculty and cannot replace them.  These replacements are driven by budget.  The criteria to automatically replace that person should be set by District Academic Senate.  In addition, it should be noted how many disciplines do not have full-time faculty members.  The district is hiring in each viable core discipline, for example, there are no full-time faculty for physics anthropology, or chemistry.  The composition of these committees has to have a connection with the hiring Chair.  The composition may be made up of: faculty, non-teaching faculty, adjunct faculty, administration, and AFT.

Composition of Program Review Committee:  No more than 5 people 4 faculty and 1 administrator.  Anyone that is interested please sign up.

Decorum of students:  

Mr. Morris, what do we see as decorum?  What do expect from students?  What do students expect from us?  What authority does faculty have?  

Are students allow eat in class, talk on the phone, or wears pants hanging out.  

Dr. Roberts stated it is fine to have expectations for students; however, I run my class in a certain manner and I would not want anyone to dictate how I can run my class.  I teach life through science; however, I protect others rights to protect my rights.

Ms. Arvig stated that college orientation should be required; however, the state cannot mandate orientations

Mr. Morris stated that students’ expectations should include an orientation, library tour, to stay the whole term.  

Mr. Reed stated that students’ expectations should be stated on the syllabus.  Discussion continued on this topic.

Mr. Yoshida stated that student expectation is stated as an SLO at the institutional level.

The SLO has five core values, the last two relate to student expectations: social responsibility and personal growth.

Mr. Reed stated that everything in Administration of Justice is updated.  AJ 285 is added to the AA program as a recommended elective.  It is a 2 unit class.  A motion to approve as AJ 285 as a recommended elective was made by Ms. Lewis and 2nd it by Dr. Doose motion passed.

RN program

Ms. Larson-Singer stated that a student cannot take a RN class for a 3rd time.  For certain departments (RN) there are restrictions to take a course a 3rd time.  The Chancellor is asking colleges to take input and follow along with the 2nd repeat petition.  Footnote on the petition school you may repeat 3 times for the RN program only 2 times.  Notice Motion course repetition for the RN program is only two times made by Dr. Doose and 2nd it by Mr. Reed.  All in favor, motion passed.

College Council

Dr. Doose stated that anything that deals with 1725 must come to the Academic Senate President.  Doose moved and Ms. Larson-Singer 2nd that a proxy can be sent.

Mr. Morris stated that some faculty who are not in the department or discipline cannot propose a course in the discipline without going to the Chair of that department.

Dr. Doose there needs to be an Administrator hiring policy and a Faculty hiring policy

Discipline representatives from all campus need to be notified to the District Discipline Committee.
