President’s report:

Mr. Morris reported that the Code of Ethics statement was approved and every campus within LACCD has their code of ethics.
Dr. Doose stated that there are two different issues being discussed: 

1) The equivalency policy is being discussed

2) Faculty Equivalency Process

A person who has a Bachelor’s Degree and has the equivalent coursework, but the person does not have a Masters Degree.

Now:  A Masters Degree in any discipline, which allows more flexibility.

The new baseline would be a person has to have a Masters in something.

The district is divided so they decided to go back and obtain feedback from each individual campus.

Ms. Calderon:  Facilities Planning Committee:  

· Entrance to the new building through Imperial Highway will be blocked for the parking project

· Parking lot F will be closed for  a week

· April will bid who will design the new building

Mr. Yoshida:  Student Learning Outcomes Committee

· Looking at core themes, core values in four categories:  Skills, Personal Development, Education, and Employment

· Also, need to have measurable outcomes 

· Need to make sure that SLOs for courses fit into program level SLOs and that program SLOs fit into institution SLOs.

· The committee has come to an agreement to the Institutional SLOs, its time line for completion, and target dates to assess all of these outcomes

· There is a 5 year deadline
· Next cycle program review

1) Program Review next cycle a modify program to look at format so we can insert more SLOs

2) Next program Review will be in 6 years

· In SLOs there hardly any student input

Ms. Powell, spoke regarding lack of FTEs.  She mentioned that answers are there.  Some are external factors and other s are internal factors such as library hours, need improvement at the LRC.
Mr. Egificiaco spoke regarding marketing and distribution, how to attract and retain students.

Dr. Jarecke mentioned, that in marketing, something is delivered and we do not have enough majors.

Mr. Umoja mentioned that the number of courses we offer are limited and that is one reason why surrounding colleges are able to pull students from Southwest

Mr. Vance mentioned that we do not offer courses that are needed in certain majors such as prerequisites for graphic design.  In addition, he mentioned that all of the colleges within LACCD have computer graphics as a major except Southwest.

Mr. Morris mentioned, that from his experience, most of our students graduate with an IDS degree

Mr. Umoja mentioned that a multipurpose strategy is needed for this problem
Mr. Morris stated a strategy where there will be a rotation between departments to offer more courses.  This rotation will enable departments to offer courses that normally they would not even if they do not have the required enrollment.

Mr.Morris reported that there would be a viability study on 3 programs:

1) Electronics

2) Developmental Communication

3) English as a Second Language

Mr. Doose , mentioned that larger classes should support smaller classes

Report on the library:

President of the college stated that the library does not need computers; however, most of the research is completed through databases on line

The architects that design the library were not familiar with the library requirements
