1.  Call to Order – Reggie Morris, President

5.  President’s Report – Reggie Morris, President



A.  Reggie congratulated the faculty for having completed all Program Reviews, as it had been a huge undertaking.  A Senate committee for Program Review will need to be established.  He thanked Dan Walden, Researcher and Leticia Barajas, Dean for their diligence in completing the project and noted that they will present the college model to the League of Innovations, along with Glenn Yoshida.  



B.  Reggie stated that elections for Department Chairs would be held this Spring.  Dr. Levy had asked the Senate for input over a year ago and dialogue among the Chairs had been exhaustive.  It was assumed that Chairs had discussed the alignment of disciplines with their faculty constituencies and on the basis of that, written rationales for any proposed realignments.  Dr. Levy has asked for additional input in a memo dated March 8, 2005 (the date of this meeting) to be delivered by March 11, 2005 at 10:00 a.m. with substantiation to be noted on a form she provided.  Reggie suggested that Kathi Cliff, Chair of Chairs, recreate the initial form and inform Chairs that every department is free to rewrite arguments for changes/non-changes.  He reminded us that the Department Chairs Committee is a subcommittee of the Academic Senate.  A copy of Dr. Levy’s memo was distributed.

A.  Noticed Motion:  "To approve or approve with revisions the Program Review Documents”

      —Senate Executive Board

Carolyn Magee was the facilitator of Group 4.  She thanked the participation of the committee members Dr. Eromo Kelbisow and Dr. Penny Jarecke.  The recommendations were as follow.

Group 4, Program 11, Accounting:  9 of 10, Recommend Acceptance with no Revisions

Group 4, Program 12, Administration of Justice:  10 of 10; Recommend Acceptance with no 

Revisions

Group 4, Program 13, Law/Paralegal:  7 of 10; Recommend Acceptance with no Revisions

Paul Doose moved and Penny Jarecke seconded to accept the Program Review documents as submitted.  The motion was carried.


B.  Noticed Motion:  “To approve the addition of a Liberal Arts major to the AA curriculum”

      —Senate Executive Board

Reggie stated that due to a technicality, the college is no longer able to grant degrees in Associate in Arts in Liberal Arts as had been grandfathered in in the past.  Such a major in Plan A calls for at least 30 units of General Education and a minimum of 18 units of any Plan A major (taken from required courses and recommended electives).  Many colleges in the state graduate students with that major.  Linda Larson moved and Michael Hubbard seconded that the college approve the addition of the major Associate in Arts in Liberal Arts to the curriculum.  The motion passed unanimously.

C.  Noticed Motion:  “To approve a differentiation of degree and certificate candidates at the graduation ceremony”  —  Senate Executive Board

Reggie stated that no differentiation is currently made at graduation between those students who are receiving Associate degrees and those who are receiving certificates.  Since there is far greater effort required for a degree, it is suggested that students be differentiated by colors of robes.  The motive for doing so is to better recognize those who have completed the rigors of earning a degree.  Joanna Mrava moved and Sandy Hinkle seconded that degree and certificate candidates be differentiated at the graduation ceremony.  The motion passed unanimously.  Sandy Hinkle stated that Nurses will not be pinned at graduation but rather at a separate ceremony; they will continue to wear white robes at graduation.  Reggie stated that participants in the ceremony will be required to have all remaining courses in progress; the date of implementation will be further investigated.    

D.  Noticed Motion:  “To approve an increase of funding for conference travel of up to $600”

      — Kathi Cliff, Chair, Senate Travel Committee 

Kathi Cliff stated that the District allots the Academic Senate $7,000 to distribute for travel each academic year.  In the past over $1,000 of the funds had been returned.  It was therefore the suggestion of the committee that the maximum allotted per request should be raised from $400 to $600.  Paul Doose moved and Penny Jarecke seconded that the travel allotment per faculty member be raised from $400 to $600.  The motion passed unanimously.  Kathi stated that the process for application requires that the Department Chair first sign off, indicating that the conference requested is applicable to the individual’s area of expertise.  Once approved, full-time faculty are granted up to 100% of the allotment.  Part-time faculty are granted a percentage of the allotment according to the percentage of their partial assignments.  Dr. Levy has asked for conference requests to be filed 30 days prior to the date the faculty member will be away from campus.    

E.  Noticed Resolution:  “To accept the LASC Academic Senate Policy on Assessment”

      — Glenn Yoshida, Chair, SLO Committee

In Glenn’s absence, Linda Larson Singer distributed the documents that Glenn had prepared.  She stated that the resolution would approve “Principles of Good Practice for Assessing Student Learning” as the basis for establishing LASC Student Learning Outcomes but that faculty evaluations would not be linked to the assessment process.  There was discussion of concerns dealing with implications and committee membership.  LaVerne McField moved and Neil Mantena seconded that the motion be tabled.  The motion to table was carried.
