1.  Call to Order – Reggie Morris, President


The meeting was called to order at 12:55 by President Reggie Morris.

Guest: 
 Leige Henderson, Vice President of Academic Affairs, reported that 50,000 mailers had been sent out; samples were distributed.  A marketing budget had paid for them, though she did not know the specific budget from which the funds had come.  She reported that all but two short term classes had high enrollments; the only problems to date that had occurred were that bungalows had not been opened on time.  If the FTES stay on target, the college will receive an additional $1,000,000.  Nimfa Bemis has been replaced by Christopher Tucker, who will start in 8 to 12 days.  Leo Calderon will work part-time assisting in the area of Audio Visual.  The bungalows housing the Middle College High School will be removed.

2.  Approval of Agenda

3.  Minutes of March 8, 2005


Paul Doose moved and Pat Lewis seconded that the minutes of March 8, 2005 be approved as submitted.  The motion passed.
4.  Treasurer’s Report – Joanna Mrava



Treasurer, Joanna Mrava, reported that as of April 12, 2005 there was $1,718.23 in the checking account, $1,147.12 in the savings account and $3,500 in the Franklin Templeton Money Market for a grand total of $5,987.64.  Dues are still being collected; they must be paid in order to vote.  Joanna moved funds to Washington Mutual for a higher interest rate.  

5.  President’s Report – Reggie Morris, President


A.  A Commitment Document had been sent to all candidates for positions of Chair.  There are concerns regarding items that are not in the contract.  Perhaps the recommendation should be to hold off on signing the documents.  The latest email sent out on April 12, 2005 by AFT Chapter Chair Sandra Lee highlights in red the language that is not included in the contract.  


B.  The Candidacy Document has also been sent out to potential chairs.  There had been no apparent input from the faculty.  It was suggested to possibly answer only the question as to why the candidate wants to be Chair.  The procedure for preparing the form does not seem to be appropriate; it is an academic and professional matter.  Reggie recommended to not sign the two documents as they are.  There was discussion.  Al Reed suggested an orientation for new Chairs.  Paul Doose moved and Sandy Hinkle seconded to suspend the rules.  The motion passed.  Discussion continued.  Paul Doose moved that the Academic Senate propose two amended documents (the Commitment Document and the Statement of Candidacy) that exclude wording in violation of the procedures stated in the AFT contract and in AB1725.  Al Reed seconded the motion; it passed unanimously.


C.  Reggie asked Todd Roberts to present the issue of a template for a syllabus.  Todd first announced that the Senate Executive Board had encouraged Reggie to once again be a candidate for Senate President.  The Board had agreed to take on additional responsibilities and Reggie had agreed to run.    


D.  Todd, for Reggie, stated that the Administration had presented a suggested template for syllabi to the Senate Executive Board.  It was the consensus that Best Practices for Syllabi be developed by the Curriculum Committee.  


E.  Reggie is hoping to change the composition of the Senate Executive Board to include a part-time representative.  Wording including the change was distributed and will be voted on as an amendment to the Senate constitution during the elections. 


F.  There was discussion regarding procedures for getting all faculty input from all Departments.


G.  Reggie stated that he will ask for the results of the College Environment Survey.

      The District Curriculum Committee had approved a somewhat shorter approval cycle for courses; the list of Physical Activities had been expanded to include Dance and Dance Activities.  It’s possible that Coaching will become a new discipline; it was suggested that the option for a competency test in the area of American Institutions be removed from the Graduation Plan B.  A listing of advanced courses is being prepared; timelines for prerequisite validation should be moving forward.
