The meeting was called to order by Mr. Morris at 1:00 pm.

Mr. Yoshida made corrections to the minutes of March 20th, 2006 regarding program review.  Mr. Jones made a motion to accept the minutes with corrections.  Mr. Toure, seconds it.

Mr. Jones made motion to approve the agenda and Mr. Toure second it.

Mr. Morris stated that today was going to be a brief meeting and thanked the food committee Dr. Mantena and Dr. Jarecke.  He also thanked the new faces that attended the meeting.

No treasure report.  Those that have not paid their dues are tentatively forgiven for the money.  

President’s report:

Dr. Levy, the college’s President is leaving to go to Glendale College.  We will be searching for a new President.  The Interim President will take input from the Academic Senate for replacing the President.  Mr. Morris has been getting input from different individuals regarding the Interim President.  

Ms. Henderson:

She Commended Mr. Perret and Magee for the faculty web pages.  Also, the summer schedule is on the web.  We will have two summer session one from June 12 to July14 and the second one fro July 17 to August 25.  The hard copy schedules for the Fall semester will be out at the end of May.  We have lost 1.4 million due to lack of enrollment.  Ms. Henderson thanked everyone for the CSUDH day, 21 students were accepted that day.  Also, accreditation was great, there were only six recommendations.

Dr. Doose questioned Ms. Henderson regarding her statement on the 1.4 million dollars stating that in actuality there should be a gain of 1.2 million dollars.  The budget does not represent the money that was cut Ms. Henderson replied.

Moreover, Ms. Henderson announced the on-line training session on Moodle, which will be held on May 4th and 5th.  

Committee reports

Curriculum Committee:  Linda Larson-Singer:

SLOs need to present for each course.  The more units a course has the more objectives it should have.  Also, Ms. Lewis has met with a team from UCLA to set a guarantee transfer for our honor students.  Our AA in Liberal Arts has been re-activated.  It is 18 units in a single discipline plus Plan A and elective units.

Mr. Morris stated that there are two areas that the senate has to deal with:

1) To develop an Honor system that is accurate (Presidents list, Deans list)

Take into account those that are taking remedial courses such as DC 21 and 23 (which might be moving to CR/NCR)

2) Flex Day Activity

Philosophy:

Accept and enforce expectations of students in college, such as profanity.  If they want to experience college life, then they have to expect things to be different.  Students cannot act the same as they did when they were in HS.

Dr. Doose, stated that LASC was the only campus that did not meet the base.  In 2004-2005 we dropped below.  That is one of the effects that cutting classes has had.  There will be a 5.18% increase in COLA, we should be OK.  Therefore, what is the reason to cut classes?

Facilities Committee, Rose Calderon:

There in only 1 architect that has met the qualifications.  She asked the senate for advise, there was discussion.  

Mr.  Reed made motion:  to extend time for more architects to re-summit.  Dr. Doose second it.  Discusssion.

New Motion: by Mr. Reed and 2nd by Dr. Doose:

To extend time so that other architects can bid.

Old Business:

EPAC:  Policy of Equivalency:

Yes to separate both parts and No to keep structure the same.

All voted Yes.

Motion passed to separate both parts.

Program Review Committee:

Leadership to incorporate SLOs in Program Review.  A modified Program Review every two years is being considered and we trying to resurrect this committee.  We are recruiting faculty members from the Strategic Planning Committee members.  Vocational people should serve every two years.

There will be an Annual unit plan and additional Program Review every two years.  Gary Columbo will have a short presentation in LA Mission College for Program Review.  

SLOs we are now working towards institutional SLOs and social responsibility.  On May 17th we will be going to Mt SAC to see their SLOs and how they assess their SLOs.

LASC Annual Planning Timeline vague.  Mr. Reed made motion to accept and move forward with time line.  Dr. Dosse second it.  It was approved without contest.
