  1.  Call to Order – Phyllis Norwood, President


The meeting was called to order at 12:57 by President, Phyllis Norwood. 

  2.  Minutes of April 8th 2003

Joe Perret moved and Paul Doose seconded the motion to approve the Minutes of April 8th 2003.  The motion passed; the minutes were approved as submitted. 

  3.  Treasurer’s Report – Joan Ann Mrava, Treasurer


Treasurer, Joan Ann Mrava, correcting an earlier report, stated that as of May 12, 2003 there was $2,588.68 in the checking account, $1,138.19 in the savings account and $3,143.33 in the Franklin Templeton Money Market for a grand total of $6,870.20.   (Handout)

  4.  President’s Report -- Phyllis Norwood


A.  Phyllis stated that for the integrity of the profession faculty and staff must understand Board Rules. 
B.  Faculty must understand shared governance agreement. 

C.  Leon Marzillier was elected District Academic Senate President. 

D. DAS E-55 student grievance language should be rewritten with greater faculty input.  This will be dealt with in October, 2003 by the DAS. 


E. Phyllis attended DAS meeting at Harbor College.  There is discussion underway of merging LASC and LAHC Nursing programs.  She expressed concerns about the accuracy of information provided by the LASC administration. 


F. There has been no response to the request regarding action items of April 4th.  The Senate Executive Board did not feel that the faculty’s questions had been fully answered.  Ms. Norwood suggested bringing in someone agreed to by both parties to facilitate shared governance issues.  Ms. Norwood reemphasized that the shared governance agreement is with the Board, irrespective of change in college president or administration.

Discussion on what happened to previous efforts concerning:

· Mailroom and first floor of Cox building

· Library with built in Audio Visual instructional support 

· Cafeteria food service auxiliary program 

· Arts Center


H.  Partnerships to restructure CIM, CAD, CAM, NASA lab – need to be revitalized and seek funds and resources to provide scientific seminars.  We should not take the lab and turn it into another lab; Physics, Engineering fields are in urgent need for African-Americans in the fields; need to restore these programs to Industry Standards.  The Electronics proposal had been rejected by IT though VATEA funds had been approved.

I.  AV needs to be placed back with Library – it is an instructional support that needs to be made available to evening faculty. 

  5.  Standing Committee Reports 


A.  Academic Senate Instructional Technology and Campus Technology Committees – J Perrett and Carolyn Magee - Academic Senate Technology Committee meeting scheduled to address policy issues.  Have plans to get demonstration from Etudes in June.  (Perret) There are two committees:  Academic Senate and Technology Committee.  Big issues need to get resolved before matters go to the larger committee. 


Sioban Dillon and Carolyn Magee stressed that both committees need to come together.  Who assumes responsibilities in respect to IT?  Discussion ensued centered around problems with IT.

The motion passed, 16 votes in favor and one nay (Carolyn Magee).

Handout discussed considered modification to the document:  add “courses” under “Outcomes – 1”; add “Academic Senate” under Process to ensure that it is understood that it is the Academic Senate Viability Review Committee.  There were questions surrounding the lack of specifics in the process outlined in the Viability Process.  Phyllis stated that the specifics could be sorted out at a later time as it was crucial that the Senate have an existing policy on Program Viability given the budget situation and the fact that Dr. Levy is requesting a policy.  Penny Jarecke moved and Paul Doose seconded the motion to approved the LASC Program Viability document.  The motion passed unanimously.
