1. The meeting was called to order at 1:05pm.

2. The minutes were approved by Alfred Reed and second by Dr. Mantena.
3. Dr. Daniels was scheduled to be present to discuss the chart.

4. Ms. Werts were at the presentation on testing and assessment.

5. We have an Academic Senate office that is empty and Mr. Morris has the key. The office will need to be organized after it is setup. 

6. Ms. Mrava Treasurer report - $100 was donated for Ms. Henderson father. Current balance is $4,415.25. Savings account is $1,155.21. CD account $1,037.00

7. Letter sent from the Seeman family and Ms. Mrava read it to the group.

8. Ms. Henderson – No real items of urgency to report. She received a card for a scholarship in her fathers name to Liberty Hill from the Senate. 
9. The Fall schedule is up next week for review and the Summer Schedule is online and available.

10. College council meeting – smoking policy on campus, uniformity of computer usage, Ed Master plan by October 22, 2007, VETA funds for Voc programs June 1, 2007, Equipment is due on campus or have to be returned. 
11. Ms. Davis – presented a plaque to Ms. Rhodes.

12. Mr. Reed – President, Dr. Roberts – Vice President, Ms. Mrava – Treasurer (23.5 years, Mr. Daza – Parliamentarian, Mr. Morris – District Senator, Dr Jarecke and Dr. Young – EFF Board member

13. Dr. Daniels – reviewed chart – Increase work load, the academic side will better communicate with the student service side of the house. 5 Deans of program 100, 1 Dean SFP. There has to be a director of EOPS or counselor who is coordinator. Get basic skills coordinated. The Executive Board met yesterday. Identify which Dean us under which VP and communicate with one another. Both VP’s will share the responsibility and the Deans. Both VP’s have served in academics and student services. 

14. There was a motion to extend the Presidents time. Dr. Doose 1st, 2nd by Mr. Ingram All favored. Dr. Roberts and Ms. Larson opposed.

15. Set a research agenda – College agenda (research) what we need to work on as a college.

16. Dr. Doose is concerned about the rearrangement of duties and responsibilities of from the President. Restructuring and no increase of instructors and courses.

17. Mr. Peret – suggested that a change is excellent (rearranging of the duties). It takes individuals out of their box.

18. Mr. Morris – The Senate agrees to let Executive Board make the decisions. The new organization will start July 1, 2007.
19. Ms. Shelly Werts (Planning & Research) – There are a number of students that are not passing and struggling in courses. Other CC are accessing students before they enroll.  Ms. Delores Reynolds -  in matriculation at Santa Monica College encourages everyone to test. The welcome center at Harbor Colleges tells students what exemptions are and what classes are not required and how to challenge course. According to Dean Norwood a student can pass their courses reading at a 10.5.

20. Ms. Werts – we should follow the Harbor model. They don’t require student to take the test but don’t tell them they can wave it. Social and Behavioral Sciences would like to have students tested before taking their classes. Of  7,431 first time students, 5,553 did not take the placement test. 

21. Mr. Peret – Counselors should encourage students to take the placement test. 

22. Mr. Morris – counselors suggest that student’s take assessments however there are students that self assess and don’t see a counselor. 

23. Dr. Jerecke – counselors do suggest the assessment.

24. Mr. Werts – suggests that orientation be required. 

25. Mr. Morris will assist with coordinating a meeting with Ms. Werts and Ms. Calderon (matriculation director).

26. Mr. Morris – proposed that a policy be set up from Ms. Werts suggestions.

27. Ms. Larson-Singer – does not think the Senate should vote on a proposal for policy today.

28. Dr. Yoshida – SLO committee – (see handout) They are close to developing one or two institutional SLO’s to present in Fall. The Accreditation committee would like the status of the completion of the SLO’s. The next site visit is Spring 2012. Program SLO’s may be modified. Department SLO assessment strategies – meet with RN, Child Development, Social and Behavior Science, math and Electronics. Fall – English, Foreign Language, Business and Counseling.

29. Ms. Larson-Singer – Curriculum Committee report (see handout) – Mr. Peret created a new class. How to teach online course. There was a motion to accept the class- Dr. Jarecke 1st and Mr. Reed 2nd. The motion passed. 

30. Dr. Doose – Faculty member can sit on evaluation committee of administrators. He is trying to get Senate Presidents to meet to decide on a guideline, because each campus has a different set of administrators. Every campus should have a hiring policy that is appropriate. Economically it is better for the district to do the advertising. We need a more effective way to select candidates. Rocky says that every campus should have an administrator hiring policy. We need to look at how to make these things happen before August when rocky retires.
31. Mr. Morris – thanks for all your support and we will assist Alfred Reed with the transition into Senate President.
