1. The meeting was called to order by Mr. Morris at 1:00 pm.
2. Approval of minutes:  Dr. Jarecke moved to approve the minutes and Arvig seconded it.  Minutes were approved.
3. Discussion on forgiveness of the debt: we are unsure how much of the debt has been forgiven

4. Mr. Morris stated that the college president will give us a website to see the budget on-line.  The president will direct Ms. Gallagher to give us a website; however, the president stated that the general budget we have been given is enough.  Anymore detail is beyond the necessity of the Academic Senate according to President.
Administration wants viability study of Developmental Communications and Electronics.  This is supposed to be tied to the forgiveness of the debt issue.  Members of the Academic Senate still doubt about the forgiveness issue.  How much has actually been forgiven?
President’s Report:

Mr. Morris Reported:  The President of the Academic Senate wants volunteers for the Electronics viability study right now!

Dr. Mantena on the viability study stated that his program generated $450, 000 in FTE and the District took $360,000, so this is proof that his program is making money.

Administration is not telling us why these two programs (Dev Com and Electronics) are being selected.

If no one volunteers administration will proceed without any faculty.  Dr. Roberts stated that the committee conducting the viability study will create a questionnaire and there must be a student forum.

Mr. Morris stated that the Developmental Communications study is not a true viability study.  It is a report to satisfy the forgiveness of debt by the chancellor and also to satisfy all the grant allocations.  In addition, the “Allocation Grant Task Force” or AGT at the district, are the ones that make the decisions about forgiving debts and budget.

We need to start this process ASAP (for loan forgiveness)
Volunteers for Committee on Electronics viability:  Carolyn Magee, Penny Jarecke, and Gabrielle Arvig.  Mr. Morris, stated that we still need more volunteers.

If the president receives and accepts Glendale Community College position, she will leave by June 30th.

Ms. Lewis, urges faculty to be more proactive and not let the chancellor shove just any president on us for the interim position

Mr. Morris stated, that in an informal survey, most people want an on-campus person who already knows Southwest and has the best interests of the campus at the heart.  Discussion followed regarding proper qualifications of a president.
Thanks for Hassan and Lunch committee.

Treasurer’s Report:  Money has been put in checking from the CD for a get together.  The treasurer is looking for more money.  There are higher rates of interests; however it looks like we will not have a retirement get together after all, since we do not have any June 2006 retirees.
Ms. Mrava, thought we were having a faculty celebration this June, so she had moved money from the CD to the checking account.

Ms. Mrava, is still asking for faculty to pay their dues.

Ms. Larson reported on Curriculum Committee see attached report

Question: Do on-line courses need separate course outlines?  Answer is no.  You use regular course outline plus an addendum.

SLO’s presented by Dr. Apenhier for Mr. Yoshida (see attached report for SLO committee).

Linda Larson asks if anyone has any objections to the 5 proposed SLOs?  We have identified 5 institutioanl SLOs.  We need faculty response to these SLOs to see if faculty approves them.

Suggestion from Dr. Roberts, Pat Lewis, & Carolyn Magee that we the SLOs on the e-mail and have the faculty vote.

Pat Lewis moved and Eromo Kelbisow seconded:  The Executive Board should be allowed to make decisions on behalf of the Academic Senate during Summer.

Tech Committee Report

Ms. Magee stated that the Moodle training took place; about 26 people attended.  Tech Committee has decided that the new computers go to the students first, faculty second, and staff third.  Old computers from student labs will be recycled and distributed to departments on an alphabetical basis.  Furthermore, student computers from labs will be replaced and old ones will be repaired and distributed to faculty departments on alphabetical basis.
Dr. Roberts encouraged faculty to voice their preferences on who they want as Interim President.
