1. Call to Order – Reggie Morris, President
The meeting was called to order at 1:16 pm by President Reggie Morris.  Mr. Morris acknowledged Flex Day and the enormous amount of work that is involved in planning flex day.  New executive board members were introduced:  Mara Bentley, Part-time faculty representative and Rose Calderon, Parliamentarian. Phillip Jones will be the new representative for English & Foreign Languages.
Guest:  Leige Henderson, Vice President, Academic Affairs

A. Ms. Henderson congratulated faculty on a successful Flex Day. She distributed CD’s with the Educational Master Plan. It took 1 ½ years to complete the EMP. 
B. Darlene Pacheco will be here as a consultant for Accreditation to meet with various constituencies to assist LASC with accreditation.  Beginning in November a draft will be shown to the campus. Ms. Henderson reviewed the accreditation standards from the prior accreditation visit.
C. A schedule with suggestions for late start classes will be distributed by September 19, 2005. All late start classes will begin in October 2005. 
D. DAS has invited administration to the DAS summit and they will attend. 
E. Glenn Yoshida asked about the materials in Receiving not be reordered and Ms. Henderson said she will investigate and will send out the answer to Reggie Morris and the department chairs.  Additionally she will notify Jose Robledo that add cards (sheets) are needed.
2. Approval of Agenda
The agenda was approved by consensus.

3. Minutes of May 10, 2005
Al Reed moved and Phillip Jones seconded that the minutes of May 10, 2005 be approved as written.  The motion passed.

4. Treasurer’s Report – Joanna Mrava
Treasurer, Joanna Mrava, reported the amount of money spent on Flex Day was well spent. 

5. President’s Report – Reggie Morris

A. Reggie Morris addressed the hand out regarding the accreditation “dings” from 2000.  Mr. Morris stated resolutions should be ongoing and not just to meet a deadline.

B. Paul Doose commented that in 2001 we signed shared governance documents with Bonnie James and that it isn’t necessary to change the existing documents under pressure solely for accreditation.

C. Al Reed stated that faculty should be sure to do their job regarding documents.

D. Neil Mantana asked whether or not there are five or six recommendations.

E. Glenn Yoshida clarified that there were many recommendations and the ones listed on the June 16, 2000 letter to Dr. Lee are 5 of the 6.  

F. Igor Daza mentioned that meeting once a month is not enough to accomplish the many items that need to be addressed.

G. Reggie Morris asked that the committee representative to the senate write a brief report for the senate meeting.  Having a written report will help ensure that the senate is informed and kept up to date. 
6. Standing Committee Reports

A. Academic Senate Instructional Technology – Joe Perret

Technology Committee – Carolyn Magee
Carolyn Magee stated that the Technology Committee along with ASIT is working on online course management.  The recycling of computers and the policy for use was established last year. Intellectual Property Rights will be addressed this year. The Technology Committee meets on the 2nd and 4th Thursday of the month. Policies established will be sun shined to the senate prior to the committee voting and making a recommendation. Minutes will be posted on the web site and at least given out to the department chairs. ASIT is the faculty only component and that committee usually asks the senate for feedback. Pat Lewis inquired about Dr. Levy’s conditional approval on technology equipment. Carolyn Magee will get clarification about the process regarding those budget approved items. Reggie Morris reiterated the issue of committee membership and faculty participation.
B. Curriculum Committee - Linda Larson-Singer
Linda Larson-Singer reported the next meeting is Tuesday, September 20, 2005 and there will be training on course outlines and procedures.
C. District Academic Senate – Dr. Paul Doose
Paul Doose reported aspects of the new AFT contract Chapter 32 committees will be resolved with an MOU. Dr. Doose feels this is the best contract since 1996. DAS annual summit is Friday, September 23, 2005 and the focus is on student success. Dr. Doose distributed a copy of the LASC 2005-2006 Final Budget Unrestricted General Fund by Sub-Major Commitment Item sheet.
D. Facilities Planning Committee - Rose Calderon

Rose Calderon state that Parking Lot H has been designated as faculty and staff.  The Student Services building should be occupied in October.

E. Student Learning Outcomes - Glenn Yoshida

Glenn Yoshida stated that the SLO committee met several times to plan a workshop for Flex Day and will conduct additional workshops during the year.  The next step is to establish institutional SLO’s and then focus on program SLO’s.  The assessment component is crucial. The next SLO committee meeting is September 22, @ 3:00 pm in PCR
F. Staff Development – Reggie Morris
Al Reed and Mara Bentley volunteered to temporarily serve on the Staff Development committee so faculty requesting Staff Development funds will have representation.  Kathi Cliff and Reggie Morris will notify Leige Henderson about this decision and forward the conference requests to the temporary committee.
Gabrielle Arvig moved and Linda Larson Singer seconded to move the agenda to the action items in New Business. The motion passed.

9. New Business

A. Noticed Motion: “Effective Fall 05 the Academic Senate dues for full time faculty will be increased to $40 per year and $25 per year for part-time faculty” – Senate Executive Board

Reggie Morris discussed the necessity to increase the dues. Al Reed moved and Eromo Kelbisow seconded to increase the dues. There was discussion. The idea of reimbursing faculty for lunch will be discussed at the next meeting. Dr. Kelbisow suggested recruiting all part time faculty to help increase the senate treasury. The motion passed unanimously.  
B. Noticed Motion: “Approval of Advanced Class Guidelines and Advanced Coursed Draft” – Linda Larson-Singer
Linda Larson-Singer addressed the advanced class motion and the process.  When and if the senate approves it will go forward to AFT and then the President.  Eromo Kelbisow moved and Gabrielle Arvig seconded and the motion passed. 
C. Library Modernization – Shelly Werts

Shelly Werts distributed handouts regarding the library modernization and the library standards for accreditation.  The library currently meets 54% of space allocation standards.  In order to reach 93% of space allocation standards the library will need to occupy the entire 4th floor.  This will entail moving administration. Paul Doose moved and Al Reed seconded that the senate support the library as Shelly Werts presented it to the body:  In order to meet 90% or more of space allocation standards for accreditation and Title 5, the library will need sufficient space in the Cox building.  The motion passed unanimously.
