Call to Order/Minutes:

College Administration Report – Vice President, Leige Henderson

· Current balance is $4,415.25.  Savings account is $1,155 .93.  CD Account is $1,047.68.
 Senate President’s Report – Alfred Reed Jr.:
· Contacted the Elk’s Lodge in Culver City for the Retirement Affair.  The hall is available on February 2, 2008 from 6:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m.  Expenses would be $1,230, which includes:  rental, bartender, set-up/clean-up and security.  The DJ’s fee is $350 - $400.  Still checking vendors for catered food.  Will give an update at the next meeting.  Suggested ticket price is $25 per person.

· Met with President Daniels regarding Developmental Communications/Learning Assistance and the English Departments.  He will establish a writing lab in 9 months in the Library.  The details of how it will be done are unknown at this time.

· Developmental Communications and the English Departments are having a team meeting on Thursday, October 13, 2007.  Ms. Norwood will also meet with both departments on that day to formulate a cohesive bilateral agreement with both departments.

· Dr. Maselli stated that Jay Adler’s issue about the Basic Skills Lab is not being addressed.  Senate President Reed stated that the proper procedures are to be followed:  Submit a proposal to the appropriate Department Chair to be addressed at the next Senate meeting.

· The Senate will not decide what Department Chairs will do for their departments.  Department Chairpersons should communicate when there is a proposal for a new addition to the curriculum or any enhancements and follow the proper procedures.  This will be at the Department Chairpersons discretion.  The Senate will be the final decision for any new curriculum.  It was suggested that the Department Chairs submit a report after any agreement has been reached.
