1.  Call to Order/Introductions and Welcome – Alfred Reed Jr.:

The meeting was called to order at 12:55 by President, Alfred Reed Jr.  He welcomed the newly hired faculty member, Kimberly McBride of Learning Assistance.  

2.  Minutes of February 12, 2008:

M/S/P to approve the minutes of February 12, 2008 as submitted.   

3.  Administrators’ Report –None
4.  Treasurer’s Report – Joanna Mrava:

Joanna Mrava stated that there is $4,008.80 in the checking account, $1,158.36 in the savings account and $1,074.41 in the Certificate of Deposit for a total of $6,241.57.  She stated that she was still accepting dues, though most faculty present had already paid.  (Report distributed)  
5.  President’s Report – Alfred Reed Jr.:  

Al stated that he would like to be informed of any faculty member who is planning to retire and has learned of at least two faculty members who will be leaving.  The retirements affect new programs, replacements and new hires.  Of the five faculty positions that were approved for hiring, two have not yet been filled; they are in Behavioral and Social Sciences and Math.  He also stated that the new Student Services building is scheduled to be opened in December 2008; the Middle College High School will be located in the area of the old Receiving Building; the existing swimming pool will be demolished and moved farther back.     
6.  Standing Committee Reports:  


A.  Academic Senate Instructional Technology and Campus Technology 




Committees – Joe Perret and Carolyn Magee:
Carolyn Magee reported that the committee is planning to meet on Thursday, March 13; please send any questions that need to be discussed to her.

B.  Committees, Academic Senate – Dr. Todd Roberts:

Todd reported that more committee members are needed to serve and reminded the body that appointments are made by the Senate President or designee, according to the Shared Governance Agreement that he had been working on.

C.  Curriculum Committee – Linda Larson Singer:

Linda stated that Draft 6 of Best Practices for Los Angeles Southwest College Online Courses had been approved by the Curriculum Committee on February 19, 2008 and was now being presented to the Senate for final approval.  The additional items had also been approved:  changes in the Liberal Studies (Elementary Teaching) degree, creation of IGETC and CSU-GE Certificates of Achievement, Liberal Arts degrees with emphases in Child Development and Natural Sciences and the SLO Addendum to the Course Outline.  Those documents are also being presented for final Senate approval.  Also reviewed were the Non-Credit Taskforce Recommendations and the updated outline for CO SCI 601. (Report distributed, including approved minutes from the January 15, 2008 meeting)

D.  District Academic Senate – Linda Larson Singer, Reggie Morris:
Linda stated the last meeting had taken place on February 14, 2008.  New Trustee Angela Reddock addressed the group.  The Student Success Initiative is considering: 1) adding a 1-unit required class on student success, 2) adding a Basic Skills component to the course outline, 3) instituting common exams for English, Math and ESL, and 4) instituting District training on SLO assessment.  An MOU between LACCD and LAUSD is being developed; a second District Discipline Day was to be held on February 22; there was discussion of annotating a student’s transcript in extreme cases of expulsion; Judith Valles was selected as President of Mission College; there is a proposed Board Rule on Academic Integrity; and the District Instructional Student Support Technology Committee was to meet on February 25.  (Report distributed)  

E.  Facilities Planning Committee – Rose Calderon:  None  

F.  Program Review – Dr. Leonard Apenahier/Glenn Yoshida:  

Leonard reported that a mini Program Review will be conducted and that it will hopefully be web-based and produced in-house.   As before, data will be populated.  By Fall 2010 the college will have gone through the complete cycle of Course, Institution and Program Reviews for the accreditation visit in 2012.  

G.  Student Learning Outcomes – Glenn Yoshida:
Glenn stated that 13 faculty participated in the first SLO assessment seminar that was held on March 4.  The second will be April 1 and the third, May 6.  He is hoping that we can develop a matrix to assess the institutional SLOs of critical thinking and information competency.  A big task will be the management of SLO data.  At this point, he is not certain how that will be done.  SLO timelines are tied to Course Outline updates; we are making slow progress at integrating SLOs into updated outlines.  Two items will be presented to the Senate for approval:  the SLO Addendum to the Course Outline of Record and the SLO Component for the Mini-Program Review template. (Report distributed, including approved minutes from the January 24 and February 21, 2008 meetings)  
H.  Travel Committee – Kathi Cliff:  None
7.  Old Business:  
A.  Noticed Motion re: Approval of Shared Governance Agreement -- Senate Executive Committee: 

A draft of the document was reviewed and discussed.  Todd stated that throughout the State, “primarily rely upon” was considered to be the stronger stance.  He also stated that the existing wording for General Provisions, Item I would most logically follow Title 5 language.  M/S/P to approve the document with the following changes:  1) General Provisions, add Item G, “Consult Collegially” means that the district governing board shall develop policies on academic and professional matters through either or both of the following:  1.  Rely primarily on the advice and judgment of the Academic Senate, OR 2.  The governing board, or its designees, and the Academic Senate shall reach mutual agreement by written resolution, regulation, or policy of the governing board effectuating such recommendations.  [Title 5; Article 2, Academic Senates; Section 53200 (d)]” and 2) Appointments of Faculty, Item A, “The appointment of faculty members to serve on College or District committees, task forces, or other groups dealing with academic and professional matters shall be made by the Academic Senate President.  If a faculty member is appointed to a committee without the approval of the Academic Senate President, the faculty member may be removed from the committee by the Academic Senate.”


B.  Noticed Motion:  Approval of “Best Practices for LA Southwest College Online Courses”—
Distance Education Committee/Perret:   

Draft 7 of the document was reviewed and discussed.  M/S/P to approve the document with the following changes:  strike the last line of Basic Assumptions, Item 9 and to Faculty Support, Item 1, change from “Chairs, designees and administrators shall have access at all times…” to “Chairs, designees and administrators shall have read-only access at all times…”
8.  New Business:

A.  Noticed Motion:  Approval of Liberal Arts Degrees, Emphases in Child Development and Natural Sciences – Cliff/Yoshida: 

The two proposed degrees list specific classes from which to select in order to complete the emphases in Child Development and Natural Sciences.  M/S/P to approve the two degrees with minor corrections to the wording.

B.  Noticed Motion:  Approval of changes to Liberal Studies Degree – Haynes/Larson/Morris:
The proposed degree lists specific classes from which to select in order to complete an AA in Liberal Studies; that it is preparation for Elementary Teaching will be stated in the catalog.  M/S/P to approve the degree.

C.  Noticed Motion:  Approval of Certificates of Achievement, CSU-GE and IGETC --  

Haynes/Larson/Morris: 

This is an opportunity to create Certificates of Achievement based on existing approved patterns of curriculum.  M/S/P to approve the two certificates.

D.  Noticed Motion:  Approval of SLO Addendum to Course Outline --  SLO Committee/Yoshida: 

Glenn stated that there is no existing area on the Course Outline for SLOs and assessment.  As the life cycle of the SLOs needs to be tracked to see how to improve teaching and learning, the addendum is proposed.  It will go into effect immediately.  M/S/P to approve the SLO Addendum to the Course Outline, with the two first columns, “Outcome” and “Assessment Strategy,” being immediately mandatory. 

E.  Noticed Motion:  Approval of SLO Timeline:  Mini-Program Review, Fall 2008; Full Program 
Review, Fall 2010 – Program Review Committee/Apenahier:


The Mini-Program Review and full Program Review will hopefully be done as web-based documents.  The proposed timeline is to coincide with requirements of the Accreditation cycle.  M/S/P to approve the SLO Timeline.

F.  Noticed Motion:  Approval of Mini-Program Review Template – Program Review Committee/ 
Apenahier:
Leonard reviewed the template for the Mini-Program Review.  He stated that faculty teaching a particular course would need to come together to determine the Program-Level SLOs for Module Four.  It was stated that the Module could apply to a certificate, degree or program.  Jim Hicks suggested that some areas throughout the template be populated with “No data available,” when appropriate.  M/S/P to approve the Mini-Program Review Template with minor modifications.   


G.  Faculty Hiring Procedures, Draft – Reed/Daniels

It was generally agreed that a great deal of work still needs to be done on the document; the draft of the Faculty Hiring Procedures was tabled.  The following faculty members volunteered to work on the revisions:  Gabrielle Arvig, Penny Jarecke, Linda Larson Singer, Rene Marquez, Kimberly McBride, LaVerne McField, Reggie Morris, and Al Reed.
