	1. During Spring 2011, a total of 12 students were assessed using 2 exams and a final exam with embedded questions.  At the first exam, the class score average was 77% with 1 student receiving 0 because of not taking the exam. 83.33% of the class was at the ACCEPTABLE level.  At the exam 2, the class score average was 72% with 2 students not taking the exam and receiving 0. 83.33% of the class was at the ACCEPTABLE level. However, final exam results indicated 66.6% were at ACCEPTABLE level. Considering 4 students did not take the final and that has affected the result.  The average overall course total was 72% with 75% of the class exceeded the desirable outcome.
