	1.  During Spring 2011 semester a total of 4 students were assessed, using embedded assessment  in part of the final exam.  A total of  10 questions were related to the SLO.  All four missed questions 1, 6, and 7.  Based on the three most difficult questions, students need to study how a colon is used, and they need practice on finding clues when no other clue such as punctuation exists.   Only 50 % of the students achieved at least 70% or higher.  The average score was 66%.  The benchmark was not met.  
	1.  Next time the class is offered, more time should be spent on identifying context clues, especially how a colon is used, and practicing finding clues when no other clue such as punctuation exists. 
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
