	1.  A total of ten students were assessed in Fall 2010.  Students compared two systems of education.   Their papers were scored using the attached rubric.  Results are as follows:  average score was 3.3 out of 8 points possible, or 41% average.  Two of the ten (20%) scored 4 points or more, which was below expectations.  After analyzing the results, students have equal difficulty in both areas.
	1. Examine SLO results of ESL 4A (paragraph writing) since many of these students enter ESL 5A.  Also, spend more class time teaching how to write comparison/contrast paragraphs and having students write them.  Have students score their own work using the rubric.
