	1. In Spring 2010, we spent more class time analyzing readings to see how they worked, and less time writing in class.  The next time this course is taught, more time should be devoted to the creative process and inspirations for writing--and more class time should be spent writing.
2. Similar to the comments above, students did well critiquing published work in the textbook, but those same analytical skills were not then applied to their peer review critiques, many of which were superficial and most of which were ignored during the revision process.  Next time course is taught, modeling revision techniques for creative writing and how to offer suggestions would help with this.  For instance, an activity might be to show the class half of a short story and brainstorm or try to reach a consensus on how to finish it to focus on collaboration.
