	1. Identify prominent characterizations of major psychological disorders.
2. Explain current theories: biological, psychodynamic, behavioral, humanistic-existential, cognitive and socio-cultural used in Abnormal Psychology.
3. Describe the history of Abnormal Psychology with examples of treatment interventions.
	The three SLOs were assessed by embedding fifteen multiple choice questions in the fall 2010 final examination for the course.
Seven of the questions were used in defining SLO 1 and four questions each were utilized in determining SLO 2 and SLO 3.
Of the fifteen questions utilized in defining the SLOs, responses to four of the questions were considered outliers (cases with extreme values that unduly influence the value for the group or the variability scores within the group) and so were eliminated in computing the SLOs. 

As a result, six questions were used to define SLO1, two for SLO 2 and three for SLO 3. 

It is expected that on the average students will score, at least, 70% or above on each of the SLOs.
	
	The assessment was conducted on December 14, 2010.
The results were obtained by first calculating the percentage of students who answered each of the SLOs questions correctly and then computing the average percent of the questions that define each SLO correctly. 
The results show that the average percentage scores of the students were as follows: (a) 73.83 for SLO 1,(b)  83.5 for SLO 2 and (c) 66.3 for SLO 3.

So, SLO 1 and SLO 2 met the specified proficiency level of 70%.


	1. More attention will be given to topic areas dealing items identified as outliers that were utilized in defining the various SLOs. Also, other assessment methods such as out of class writing assignment will be used.

2. The not so stellar student performance in SLO 3 may be attributed to the fact that the items that make up that SLO were covered at the very beginning of the cover. Review of such items during the midterm and before the end of the course will be undertaken.

3. Classroom activities will be undertaken to improve students’ grasp of the concepts that underlie the SLOs in general.
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
