At around the tenth week of the semester, students will be given a reading assignment that is appropriate to their ability.
The reading will include only vocabulary and grammatical structures that the students have studied up to that point.  Students will be given five questions based on the reading.  They must answer the questions using complete sentences and correct grammar.
The benchmark is to have at least 90% of the students achieve an acceptable or higher rating

Composition is clearly written and has no more than four grammatical errors.

	70.6% of students were successful in achieving a passing grade for the SLO for this course.  The benchmark was not met.
29.4% of students did not achieve a passing grade for the SLO.
To improve the results, more practice in writing will be given to students during the semester.  Here is an example of an activity that will help students improve their writing skills:
Students will be assigned oral reports to present in class.  These reports will be corrected by the instructor and returned to students, who will rewrite them and turn them back in.  A total of four such reports will be presented.  For their final composition, students will choose one of the topics on which they have reported in class.
Students will also be given 
writing assignments as part of their class exams and, in this way, can see the progress they are making.
Discussions and debates in class will also improve students' language skills and hence their ability to express themselves in writing.
Model assignments will be presented to students before they attempt their own compositions.
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
