	Students will be required to read a short story or article of about three pages.  They will then be given eight questions based on the story.  They must answer the questions using complete sentences,

demonstrating that they have understood what they read.  The questions will relate, not only to what happens in the story, but also to their interpretation of the story.  They must answer the questions completely and use correct grammar in their answers.

As part of the final exam, students will be given three topics and asked to choose one on which to write a two-page composition in Spanish.
	PROFICIENT:

90 – 100% of answers are correct as far as content and grammar are concerned.

VERY GOOD:

80 – 89% of answers are correctly written.

ACCEPTABLE:  

70 – 79 % of answers are correctly written.

NEEDS IMPROVEMENT:

60 – 69% of answers are correctly written.

UNACCEPTABLE:

Less than 60% of answers are correctly written.

PROFICIENT:

Composition is clearly written and has few grammatical errors.

GOOD:

Composition is understandable, but has at least eight grammatical errors.

ACCEPTABLE:

Composition has more than eight but fewer than fifteen grammatical errors.

NEEDS IMPROVEMENT:

Composition is barely legible and has more than 15 grammatical errors.

UNACCEPTABLE:

Composition is unreadable and does not follow requirements.


	This SLO was assessed in Fall 2010.

Spanish 4 was taught as a joined class with Spanish 3.  Only one student completed the class.  The student's score was unacceptable.

FALL 2011
	Students in Spanish 4 will be given more reading practice and more practice in answering questions.  There is a reader that is used in the class.  Students will get practice in answering questions orally and then they will be asked to write the answers to the same comprehension questions.  The reading will be discussed in detail to ensure that students understand the reading.

By the end of the course, students should have improved their vocabulary and their understanding of the texts they are reading.

It is unfortunate that there was only one student in the Spanish 4 class in Fall 2010.  Usually there are more students and better prepared students.  This one student cannot really represent the success rate in this course.
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
