1.  Call to Order
Glenn Yoshida opened the meeting at 1:10 pm in the President’s Conference Room.  
2.  Approval of Minutes and Agenda
The minutes of the 11/17/10 SLO Committee meeting was approved by consensus with no corrections.  The agenda was approved by consensus with no additions.
3.  Consent Agenda Docket (Approval of SLO Addenda to COI)
The following addenda were approved by consensus:  Art 300, 307, 308, Chemistry 51, 102, 211, 212, ESL 4A, Learning Skills 7A, 7B, 7C, Math 227, 245, 265, 266, Physics 6, and Real Estate 1.  These addenda will be forwarded to the Curriculum Committee for approval.  The following addenda were tabled due to lack of desirable outcome levels as part of the assessment strategies:  Art 201, 202, 309, CSIT 601, 630, ESL 5A, 6A, and Real Estate 3.  There is a need to explain “desirable outcomes” to faculty/staff and what it means.  Another suggestion was to merge any rubrics into the addendum documents.
4.  SLO Cycle Status Report and Targeted Course SLOs for Assessment (Spring 2011)
G. Yoshida reported that 139 courses were targeted for SLO assessment last Fall 2010 and another 134 will be targeted for Spring 2011.  A handout was distributed that outlined the targeted courses and those courses still without identified SLOs for each department.  It was pointed out that there may be different assessment strategies for the same course SLO which is acceptable.  Results should be reported and analyzed on one form (SLO Addendum) with possible improvement plans.  The challenge is to determine to what extent the outcome was achieved using multiple assessment strategies.  Strategies to facilitate and document dialogue surrounding assessments and student success are needed.
5.  Contract Interpretation #2009-04 (Clarification of the Meaning of “Participation in the Student Learning Outcomes Assessment Cycle” on the Faculty Evaluation Form)

This document, handed out to the SLO Committee, was signed off on 5/13/09 and states that all instructors:     1) include SLOs on their course syllabi, 2) conduct SLO assessments in their assigned classes and use results to make appropriate changes in instruction to improve student learning, 3) (adjuncts) may participate in discipline or departmental activities to create SLOs and establish assessments but is not required to do so, and 4) are (adjuncts) not required to attend SLO assessment activities when they are conducted outside the classroom.  Adjuncts may request compensation in advance under Article 43B2, Ancillary Duties if they would like to participate in such SLO activities.
