1.  Welcome & Introductions
Glenn Yoshida opened the meeting at 3:05 pm in the President’s Conference Room.  Regina Andrew was welcomed as the ASO Vice President, representing Ms. Jackson as the ASO representative.  Professor Jay Adler was also welcomed. 

2.  Approval of Minutes
The minutes of 8/24/06 SLO Committee meeting was approved with no corrections by consensus.
3.  Approval of Agenda

4.  Conversation with Jay Adler
Professor Adler, whose presence was requested by Linda Larson-Singer and Glenn Yoshida, shared his views and experiences concerning SLOs.  After developing SLOs for the literature courses last year, he was under the impression that SLOs were actually course objectives with a new title.  The SLO Committee reassured him that course objectives were not “duplicated” on the course outlines as SLOs.  Prof. Adler understood the value of SLOs at the program and institutional levels.  At the course level, he has developed rubrics for English 101 and is moving toward student portfolios as another assessment tool.
5.  SLO Committee Goals/Objectives
In order to create annual goals/objectives, Ms. Henderson suggested that the SLO Committee members receive the list of LASC Self Study Planning Agendas related to SLOs.  G. Yoshida agreed to email the list (primarily from Standard II) to the members prior to the next meeting as a “homework” assignment. 
6.  Long Term Planning Calendar for SLO Formation, Assessment, and Evaluation At All Levels

(Course, Program, Institutional)

In order to comply with our planning agenda for SLOs in the LASC Self-Study and with the accreditation commission’s recommendation, a long-term SLO planning calendar is essential and needs to be coordinated with the Curriculum Committee and Academic Senate’s program review process.
