1.  Welcome & Introductions
Glenn Yoshida opened the meeting at 11:10 am in the President’s Conference Room.  
2.  Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the 5/15/08 SLO Committee meeting was approved with no corrections.
3.  Approval of Agenda
The agenda was approved by consensus with no additions.
4.  Timeline/Strategies for Course SLO Completion (Continued Discussion)
A suggestion was to target active courses first (i.e., high-enrolled courses) and to archive courses from our database that have not been offered for some time (e.g., Quality Control).  Another suggestion for a timeline from the previous meeting is:  25% of all courses completed per semester in 3 stages.  Stage 1 is SLO identification; Stage 2 is assessment; and Stage 3 is analysis of results and plans for improvement.  Linda Larson mentioned that the LACCD is developing web-based course outline software.  As outlines are updated, Chairs, after reviewing the outline, should forward hard copies as well as email attachments to Linda.  Concerns were raised regarding SLO data on the web—how much security do we need and do we need disclaimers?
5.  Review of Revised SLO Handbook
A draft of a revised SLO Handbook was presented to the committee members for discussion.  It was suggested to add additional examples of SLOs.
6.  Flex Day SLO Workshops (8/29/08)

G. Yoshida announced that two SLO workshops are being planned for Flex Day, 8/29/08.  Specifically, SLO assessment at all levels (course, program, and institutional) will be the main topic.  Loan Le and Celestine Tillman volunteered to describe their activities in last Spring’s Faculty Teaching Community on Critical Thinking/Information Competency as part of the workshop.  Covering pretests/posttests was also suggested.
7.  Program SLOs on Mini-Program Review (Fall 2008)
The SLO portion & proposed timeline of the mini-Program Review template was shared with committee members.
8.  Spring 2008 Faculty Teaching Communities (Critical Thinking & Information Competency)
Results will be shared in an upcoming SLO Committee meeting.
9.  SLO Cycle Results (Data Management and Documentation)--Continued
Assessment strategies for institutional SLOs were discussed.  Ideas included using a rubric to assess LASC graduates, in class and service area assessmen, using portfolios, and using software for program review that may be modified.
