INSTRUCTIONS


· Students who wish to depart the US prior to completing their program may request Authorized Early Withdrawal.  Failure to request Authorized Early Withdrawal will result in a termination of status for Failure to Enroll.
· An F-1 student who has been granted an authorized early withdrawal by a DSO may remain in the United States for up to 15 days following the withdrawal date noted in SEVIS, to prepare to depart the United States.
· The date of withdrawal will be counted as the date that the ISS office became aware of the student’s withdrawal or intent to withdraw from LASC. This information might come from the student directly, from an academic adviser, or from the college system notifying ISS of the student’s complete withdrawal. ISS will contact the student to advise them if the information came from a source other than the student. The 15 days permitted to remain in the US to prepare to depart will be calculated from the date of withdrawal.
· If a student requests advising by our office for a tentative decision to withdraw from the college, ISS will advise that the 15 days permitted to remain in the US to prepare to depart will be calculated from the confirmed date of withdrawal.
· Students who request the benefit of Authorized Early Withdrawal must provide ISS with proof of their US departure in the form of firm travel plans (for example, an airline ticket itinerary).
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
