In order to qualify for admission to the International Student Program of Los Angeles Southwest College, a student must:


1)
Complete and submit the Preliminary Application for the International Student 


Program.



2)
Provide proof of completion of secondary school.  (Copies of school records must be 


in English or translated into English.)


3)
Provide evidence of English proficiency as demonstrated by one of the following 


minimum scores:  TOEFL 45 (iBT), 133 (CBT) or 450 (PBT); IELTS Band 5; iTEP 


4.0; STEP EIKEN Grade Level 2A; or TOEIC 500.  If the student’s language of 


instruction was English, a letter to that effect may be substituted for a score.

Complete and submit proof of financial support sufficient to enable the student to live 


and study for the duration of at least one year.  For each sponsor the student will 


need:

FORM I-134 (notarized), which can be downloaded from the website,

Please note that each set of documents must be accompanied by proof of income.  A 
sponsor may include bank statements, employment reports or any proof of income 
that is available in their country.  The FORM I-134 includes a list of acceptable 
documents in the instructions.

Submit, if applicable, AFFIDAVIT OF SPONSOR PROVIDING FREE ROOM 


AND BOARD (for those who will be living free of charge with a friend or relative).


6)
Submit the application fee of $35.00 US.  The fee may be paid by check or 



international money order made out to “Los Angeles Southwest College.”
