2) IELTS:  International English Language Testing System (www.ietls.org) 


A student must achieve a minimum score of Band 5.
3) iTEP: International Test of English Proficiency (www.bostoneducational.com)


A student must achieve a minimum score of 4.0.
4) STEP EIKEN:  Society for Testing English Proficiency (stepeiken.org)


A student must achieve a minimum score of Grade Level 2A.

5) TOEIC:  Test of English for International Communication (www.ets.org/toeic)


A student must achieve a minimum score of 500.

6)  If the student’s language of instruction was English, a test score may be substituted with a signed letter on school letterhead from the director of the institution stating that.
